NOTES TO THE INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORT

1. Accounting Policies and Methods of Computation

The interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with MASB 26 Interim Financial Reporting and Chapter 9 park K of the Listing Requirements of Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange. The accounting policies and methods of computation used in the preparation of the interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the audited financial statement and should be read in conjunction with the Annual Financial Report for the year ended 31 December 2002.

2. Declaration of Audit Qualification

The audited financial report of the preceding year was not subjected to any qualification.

3. Seasonal or Cyclical Factors

The design and manufacturing of fire, rescue and specialist vehicles have over the years shown a seasonal character whereby the major part of the invoicing and deliveries typically take place towards the very end of the financial year.

4. Nature and Amount of  Unusual Items

There were no unusual items in the interim financial report under review.

5. Nature and Amount of Changes in Estimates

There were no changes in the estimates of amounts, which give a material effect in the current interim report.

6. Debts and Equity Securities

There is no issuance or repayment of debts and equity securities, shares buy-back, shares cancellation, shares held as treasury shares in the interim financial report under review.

7. Dividends

No interim dividend has been declared for the first quarter ended 30 September 2003 (2002 : Nil.).

9. Valuations of Property, Plant and Equipment

The Group did not carry out any valuations on its property, plant and equipment for the interim financial period under review. The valuations of the property, plant and equipment have been brought forward from the preceding annual financial statement.

10. Material Subsequent Events

Save and except for the announcement made on the result of the Extraordinary General Meeting held on 26 May 2003 whereby the shareholders of the Company approved the Proposed Acquisition of fifty-four (54) lots of 3-storey shop office in the development project known as Taman Sri Mahkota, Kuantan from Muara Segar (M) Sdn Bhd for a total purchase consideration of RM33.670 million, there were no material events subsequent to 31 March 2003 that have not been reflected in the interim financial report, at the latest practicable date, which is not earlier than seven (7) days from the date of issue of this interim report.

11. Changes in Composition of the Group

There were no major changes in the composition of the Group including business combination, acquisition or disposal of subsidiaries and restructuring or discontinuing of operations.

12. Contingent Liabilities or Contingent Assets

The contingent liabilities are unsecured guarantees given to license financial institutions for credit facilities granted to its wholly owned subsidiary companies amounting to RM 125,220/-.
13. Review of Performance

The Group achieved a turnover of approximately RM2.255 million comprises of mainly after sales service revenue and supply of spare parts. No turnover for the manufacturing segment was recorded as the two on going projects can only be completed and invoiced by the fourth quarter of the financial year. There is a profit of approximately RM0.957 million on disposal of quoted securities for the quarter under review.

14. Comparison with Preceding Individual Quarter’s Results

The turnover recorded for the current quarter is only 3% of the total turnover recorded during the preceding corresponding individual quarter. As highlighted above, there is no invoicing on the manufacturing business segment as compared to the preceding quarter (approximately RM20 million).

15. Prospect for the Current Financial Year

The requirements for specialist / fire fighting vehicles within Malaysia has not change and the new requirements of these specialist / fire fighting vehicles in the Asean region namely, Brunei, Taiwan, Thailand and Bangla Desh. The Group has recently participated in some overseas tender called in Taiwan, and received enquiries from Thailand and Bangla Desh. The Board is confident that over the medium term the Group would improve on its performance.

20. Corporate Proposals

On the 9 September 2002, the Company announced through M/s Public Merchant Bank Berhad that the Company proposes to undertake the following corporate exercises to increase the paid-up capital of the Company of up to RM40,000,000/- to comply with the KLSE Listing Requirements.

a) a private placement of up to 1,910,000 new CME Shares (“Placement Shares”) representing 10% of the issued and paid-up share capital of CME (“Proposed Private Placement”);

b) a bonus issue of up to 19,100,000 Bonus Shares to be credited as fully paid-up share on the basis of ten (10) Bonus Shares for every eleven (11) existing CME Shares after the completion of the Proposed Private Placement; and

c) an employee share option scheme for the benefit of Eligible Employees and Executive Directors of CME.

Approval from the Securities Commission for the above proposals was received on 19 November 2002. An extension of time of up to 19 November 2003 to complete the above corporate exercise was obtained from the Securities Commission on 21 May 2003.

At the date of this announcement, the Group has submitted to the Securities Commission for a further of extension of time to implement the above proposals due to difficulties encountered in procuring placees in the current unfavorable performance of its shares on the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange.
