There is a claim by way of Writ of Summons by Besalon International Limited and 3 others against the Company and Yung Kong Co Bhd for:





alleged infringement of the plaintiffs’ U.K. Registered Designs No. 1001901 & 2009976; and





passing off by “getup” of the Plaintiffs’ products.





Our basic defence is that there is neither infringement nor passing off and we have also counterclaimed for:





a declaration that the 1st Plaintiff has not acquired any exclusive rights and privilege in U.K. Registered Design No. 2009976 and that the said registered design may not be enforced in Malaysia or Sarawak.





a declaration that during its subsistence, the 1st Plaintiff had not acquired any exclusive rights and privileges in U.K. Registered Design No. 1001901 and that the said registered design was at all material times unenforceable in Malaysia and Sarawak.





The parties to the dispute have now agreed to settle the case, under which the Company agreed to stop the manufacture, distribution and sale of “Yokotile” in its current profile (which is claimed to have infringed the Plaintiffs’ Registered Design No. 2009976).  No monetary compensation will however be paid to either party.  The Company has executed the Deed of Settlement and is awaiting the Plaintiff to execute the same.

The profit before tax for the quarter under review is lower as compared with the preceding quarter due to higher market cost of raw materials towards the end of the year.

For the quarter under review, the Group achieved RM31 million in turnover with a RM1.29 million profit before tax. Turnover for the year ended 31 December 1999 increased by 44% compared to 1998 due to the steady recovery of Malaysian Economy which instilled new confidence amongst consumers. This is evidenced by the increased demand in the Company’s products from existing and new customers.  The Company was able to meet this increased market demands with additional production capacities from its new CGL line.





A commentary on current year prospects, including the factors that are likely to influence the company’s prospects.





The company acquired a subsidiary named Integrated Coil Coating Industries Sdn Bhd (ICCI) to set up a new colour coating line in West Malaysia.  With this new facility, the Group will be able to provide a better and more effective service to the Company’s valued customers in West Malaysia.  The installation of a slitter line will also enhance the range of products made available to the Company’s existing and new customers.  With all the facilities already installed, the Company will be well placed to penetrate further into West Malaysian and the Asean markets when AFTA is in place.

The actual profit exceeded forecasted profit by 101%.  This is mainly due to the reduction in the prevailing money market interest rates, which contributed to a savings of  50% of the forecasted interest expense as well as a lower cost of raw materials due to sluggish international steel market during the first half of 1999.
