	(i) proposed renounceable rights issue of up to a maximum of 22,394,167 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in YKGI (“Rights Shares”) on the basis of one (1) Rights Share for every three (3) existing ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in YKGI (“YKGI Shares”) held, at an issue price of RM1.00 per Rights Share; and

(ii) proposed restricted issue of up to a maximum of 7,395,000 new YKGI Shares (“Restricted Issue Shares”) to the substantial shareholders of YKGI, namely Yung Kong Co Bhd and Marubeni-Itochu Steel Inc. (MISI) and investors to be identified later, at an issue price to be determined later.
