Review of performance 
During the period under review, the Group recorded a revenue of RM100.0 million as compared to RM101.6 million reported in the preceding year. The cut-off date has seen the completion of the Original Matang Route which has indirectly contributed to the reduction of the revenue. Despite securing new project namely Package 5 of the Triang Water Scheme, the impact on the turnover is minimal in view of the project being in the early stage of implementation. 

15. Material changes in the quarterly results


For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded revenue of RM44.5 million and loss before tax of RM9.7 million as compared to RM36.2 million revenue and loss before tax of RM2.4 million recorded in the immediate preceding quarter. The increase in loss before tax in the current quarter is due to the payment of RM6.5 million interest premium imposed by the financier as a result of the redemption of Bai’ Bithaman Ajil Islamic Debt Securities (“BaIDS”).
16. Commentary On Prospects

The Company was recently awarded the project “Merekabentuk, Membina, Menyiapkan, Melengkapkan, Mentauliahkan dan Menyelenggarakan Bangunan Fakulti Perubatan dan Sains Kesihatan (FPSK) dan Institut Kesihatan dan Perubatan Komuniti (IKPK) di Universiti Malaysia Sarawak (UNIMAS), Kota Samarahan, Sarawak” for a contract sum of RM182.0 million by UNIMAS. This, together with the recently awarded Package 5 of the Skim Bekalan Air Triang project amounting to RM132.0 million, the Group’s financial prospect look set to be highly encouraging.

Material Litigation
On 12 April 2005, Zalpoint Tanah Putih Sdn. Bhd. (“ZTPSB”), a wholly-owned subsidiary of Zecon International Limited (ZTPSB was formerly a wholly-owned subsidiary of Zecon Land Sdn Bhd (“ZLSB”), which is in turn a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company, was served with a Writ of Summons dated 30 March 2005 by Estatequest Sdn. Bhd. (“Sub-developer”), for damages on loss of profits totalling RM12,968,780, declaratory orders, interests and costs.
According to the Sub-developer, ZTPSB had breached the Memorandum of Agreement (“MOA”) dated 19 August 1999 entered between ZTPSB and the said Sub-developer relating to, inter-alia, the charging of the land for the Tanah Putih Development Project (“Project”) by ZTPSB.  The Sub-developer alleged that ZTPSB had failed to make partial redemption of the sub-lots or parcels allocated to the Sub-developer and as a result, they could not continue with the remaining development of the Project.

ZTPSB had instructed their solicitors, Messrs Reddi & Co Advocates, to vigorously defend the claim made by the Sub-developer.
Under the Share Sale Agreement (SSA) entered between the vendors of ZTPSB (“Vendors”) and ZLSB dated 15 December 2003, the Vendors had provided an indemnity clause in the SSA, to hold ZLSB harmless from and against any damages, deficiencies, losses, costs, liabilities and expenses (including legal fees and disbursements) resulting from and arising out of any breach of presentations, warranties, covenants and agreements made by the Vendors.  

In addition, counter-claims were made by ZTPSB on 12 May 2005 against both the Sub-developer and directors of the Sub-developer for breach of contract and personal liability as guarantors, respectively.
The full trial has been disposed of on 13 April 2009 and the Court passed judgement on 24 April 2009 dismissing the Plaintiff’s claim and ZTPSB’s counter claim.
Both the Plaintiff and ZTPSB filed Notice of Appeal on their claims and counter claims on 7 May 2009 and 19 May 2009 respectively.

As at time of reporting, the date of hearing for the cases have yet to be fixed by the Court.

The Board did not declare any interim dividend in the current quarter in respect of the financial year ending 31 December 2009.
