A. Explanatory Notes to the Interim Financial Statements as required by FRS134

Basis of preparation

The interim financial statements of the Group for the quarter ended 31 March 2008 are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of FRS134: Interim Financial Reporting.

Assets held for sale

Tung Hai Fishing Sdn Bhd (“THF”), a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company, had decided to sell its land held under Sandakan Town Lease no: 077535034 of approximately 4,630 square feet  together with one unit of double storey semi-detached house erected thereon, known as Lot No.51, Taman Yeng Seng, North Road, District of Sandakan, Sabah. Impairment loss of approximately RM14,000 has been provided for during the financial period under review.


Subsequent to 31 March 2008, the Company has entered into a sale and purchase agreement with 3rd parties for the disposal of the above property for a total consideration of RM220,000 to be satisfied entirely in cash.

There was no material event subsequent to the balance sheet date that has not been reflected in these financial statements.

Changes in the composition of the Group


There was no business combination, acquisition or disposal of subsidiaries and long term investments, restructuring or discontinuing operations during the current financial year with the exception of an announcement made previously on 26 May 2006 to enter into a business venture with Karli Boenjamin (“KB”) and Andri Boenjamin (“AB”) to subscribe shares representing 70% of PT Tradisi Kemas Industri (“PTTK”) entire equity interest with KB and AB holding the remaining 30%. However, as per announcement today (30 May 2008) the Board has decided to change our business strategy and proceed on a more measured pace i.e. the change in equity participation from 70% to 19% of the entire equity interest in the joint venture of PTTK. For current quarter however the situation reversed and there was a need to make provision for diminution in value of investment in quoted shares thus explaining for the weaker performance.

The short-term borrowings of the Group bear interests at rates ranging from 1.15% to 2% per annum above the lending banks’ base lending rates, 2% per annum above the lending financial institution’s base lending rates and 1% per annum above the lending banks’ cost of funds.

The long-term loans of the Group bear interests at rates of 1.5% per annum above the lending banks’ base lending rates and fixed rates of 8% and 8.5% per annum. 


The other secured borrowings are secured, either singly or collectively, as follows:

a) Legal charges over certain properties of the Group and of the Company;

b) Simple deposit of properties of a subsidiary;

c) Debentures incorporating fixed and floating charges over all assets of certain subsidiaries;

d) A negative pledge on all assets of a subsidiary;

e) A pledge of certain of the Company’s investment in quoted shares; and/or

f) A pledge of the Company’s fixed deposits with a licensed financial institution.

A substantial part of the Group’s secured borrowings are also guaranteed by the Company and jointly by a director of the Company and a former director of a subsidiary.

Off Balance Sheet Financial Instruments 

The Group has no off balance sheet financial instruments as at 31 March 2008.

Litigation

a) In 2001, a claim amounting to approximately RM447,000 was filed against a subsidiary by a supplier. In 2005, the claim was dismissed by the Sandakan High Court, and the supplier filed a notice of appeal against the said judgement with the Court of Appeal. Based on the legal input, the supplier has a slim chance of success in the appeal. Accordingly, no provision for any liability was made in the financial statements of the Group.

b)In 2002, the Company received a writ of summon filed against a subsidiary and a third party by a few individuals. The plaintiffs alleged that they have interests over certain portion of a piece of land purchased by the subsidiary in 1995. A pre-trial case management and hearing is now postponed to 16 June 2008 pending the filling of Summary Judgement application by Plaintiffs,.

   The Company’s legal advisor is of the opinion that the subsidiary would have reasonable ground to refute the claim. Accordingly, no provision for any liability was made in the financial statements of the Group.

The Board of Directors does not declare any dividend for the financial period under review.
