Assets held for sale


In accordance to FRS 5, assets are classified as asset held for sale when a sale is highly probable and is expected to be completed within one year from the date of classification. As at the financial year end the following lands have been identified as assets held for sale.

On 1 April 2010, Master-Pack Sdn Bhd (“MPSB”), a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company has entered into a sale and purchase agreement for three pieces of lands known as Lot 37, 38 and 39, Lok Kawi Industrial Estate, Phase 2B, District of Papar, Sabah to Lintas Superstore Sdn Bhd.  The said lands measures 30,466.42, 42,242.24 and 42,676.00 square feet registered under Country Lease no.  025337348, 025337357 and 025337366 respectively. The amount reclassified from investment properties amounts to RM1.7 million and the sales is recognised on completion in November 2010.

a) The packaging division turnover continues its healthy growth due to the general positive growth in the economy. The packaging manufacturing continues to gain savings from economies of scale and improvements in production activities. Consequently, the cumulative cost savings have led to better financial results compared to the corresponding period in the previous financial year.
b) The loss in the other division is reduced mainly due to a waiver of debts, the decline in financial cost and lower depreciation. However, the current quarter was affected by a loss of RM0.092 million from the disposal of land by its wholly owned subsidiary, Sin Wan Fatt Marine Products Sdn. Bhd.
B2.
Comparison with immediate preceding quarter’s results

The group registered a pre-tax profit of RM1.48 million for the quarter ended 30 September 2010 as compared to RM1.36 million in the preceding quarter.

The packaging market selling price is fairly competitive and cost of sales remains high due to high global paper commodity prices. The slight decrease in packaging division profits from RM1.52 million in the second quarter compared to RM1.48 million in current quarter is mainly due to repairs and maintenance of plant and machinery.

For other division, the current quarter loss decreased mainly from the waiver of debts and slightly lower corporate administration expenses and the small loss from the disposal of the aforesaid land mentioned in B1 (b) above

Prospects 


The Board continues to expand its packaging product range as part of their strategic plans to attract new/ potential customers with the objective to further improve the Group’s performance. The Board and management shall also continue to review and analyse potential business ventures which will be profitable to the Group.

Litigation

In 2002, a few individuals filed a writ of summon against a wholly-owned subsidiary, Sin Wan Fatt Marine Products Sdn. Bhd.(SWF) as well as a third party. The plaintiffs alleged that they have interests over certain portion of a piece of land purchased by the subsidiary in 1995. The plaintiff has filed summary proceedings against the subsidiary and the third party. On 8 March 2010, the plaintiffs’ application for Summary Judgement against the subsidiary and a third party was decided/dismissed in our favour. 

The court trial proceeded on 19 November 2010 and shall resume again on 30 November 2010.
The Company’s legal advisor is of the opinion that as plaintiffs’ application for Summary Judgement against the subsidiary and a third party was decided/dismissed in our favour, there is a good chance that the outcome of the trial will also be in our favour. Accordingly, no provision for any liability was made in the financial statements of the Group.
B12.      Dividend Declared 

The Board of Directors on 20 September 2010, declared an interim dividend of 1% amounting to RM496,201.50 less Income Tax of 25% for the financial year ended 31 December 2010. 
The said dividend entitlement and payment dates are 18 November and 13 December 2010 respectively.
