Subsequently on 3 July 2003, ARSB has entered into a Variation Agreement with the Purchaser and KNSB for the settlement of the payment of the purchase consideration of RM750,000/- by way of the transfer of 12 parcel of properties which are beneficially owned by the Purchaser to ARSB and currently registered under KNSB, to ARSB.

Review of Performance

The Group recorded a loss before tax of RM0.322 million for the current quarter compared with a profit before tax of RM1.184 million for preceding year corresponding quarter due mainly to share of loss of associated companies and lower turnover and contribution recorded by the Trading & Distribution sector. The SARS outbreak has affected the export sales to China and Taiwan by associated companies involved in manufacturing and trading of semi-processed rubber wood timber.

Material Changes in the Profit Before Tax for the Quarter Reported on as Compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter.

For the quarter under review, the Group recorded a loss before tax of RM0.322 million compared to a loss before tax of RM0.352 million in the preceding quarter. The associated companies suffered a loss before tax of RM0.170million in this quarter compared to profit before tax of RM0.337 million in immediate preceding quarter. However the Group recorded an improvement in profit from operations with RM0.113 million profit reported in this quarter compared to loss from operations of RM0.424 million in preceding quarter.

Prospects for the Current Financial Year

With the introduction of economic stimulus package by the Malaysian Government and the improvement in the global economy, the Board expects the Group’s performance to be positive for the second half of its financial year with its continuing efforts to enhance efficiency and emphasis on cost savings measures.
