The adoption of these MASB standards does not have effect on the financial results of the Group for the current financial period nor shareholders’ funds of the Group except for MASB 29, which has the effect of decreasing the profit for the period by RM116,114/-.  

Prior to the adoption of MASB 29, no liability was recognised for the obligations in respect of short-term employee benefits in the form of accumulating compensated absences. The change in this accounting policy has been accounted for prospectively in the Income Statement of the current period.

There was no qualification on audit report of the Group’s preceding annual financial statements.

The Group’s operations are not effected by seasonal or cyclical factors for the current quarter and financial period under review.

EXPLANATORY NOTES AS PER BMSB REVISED LISTING REQUIREMENTS

1.
Review of Performance

The Group reported a turnover of RM62.840 million for the six months period ended 31 May 2004 as compared to RM46.708 million for preceding year corresponding period, representing an increase of 35%. This was mainly due to the increase in sales of prepaid recharge cards by a subsidiary company during the financial quarter under review.

The Group recorded a profit before tax of RM13,000/- for the current financial period compared with a loss before tax of RM0.674 million for preceding year corresponding period. The improved performance was mainly due to positive results reported by the manufacturing and trading activities and higher share of associated companies results.

Material Changes in the Profit Before Tax for the Quarter Reported on as Compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter.

The Group reported a loss before tax of RM0.254 million for the current quarter as compared to profit before tax of RM0.267 million reported in preceding quarter. This was mainly due to lower share of associated companies results and the exceptional loss on disposal of plant and machinery of RM0.267 million reported in the quarter under review.

Prospects for the Current Financial Year

The Group will continue to focus on its core business competence of trading activities and will explore new business ventures that will generate positive return to the Group without neglecting its current operations and resources. Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects the results in the second half of the financial year to improve.
