EXPLANATORY NOTES AS PER BMSB REVISED LISTING REQUIREMENTS

1.
Review of Performance

The Group reported a turnover of RM9.568 million for the current quarter, which is 38% lower than the preceding year corresponding quarter of RM15.556 million. The decrease in turnover for the current quarter was mainly due to lower turnover reported by the Infrastructure & Projects and Trading & Distribution activities.

However, the Group recorded a loss before tax of RM0.563 million for the current quarter compared with a loss before tax of RM1.065 million for preceding year corresponding quarter. Lower loss reported in current quarter was mainly due to the reversal of warranty costs of RM0.443 million arisen from expired warranty period on the sale of MMDS down converters by the Manufacturing division.    

2.
Material Changes in the Profit Before Tax for the Quarter Reported on as Compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter.

The Group reported a loss before tax of RM0.563 million for current quarter as compared to profit before tax of RM19,000/- reported in preceding quarter. Loss reported was mainly attributed by the Manufacturing division which reported lower turnover and profit contribution as a result of a drop in export revenue from the MMDS down converters. In addition, the decline in the associated companies’ results also contributed to the loss reported in the current quarter.

Barring unforeseen circumstance, the Board is cautiously optimistic that the Group’s performance will be satisfactory in the remaining financial quarters.
