EXPLANATORY NOTES AS PER BMSB REVISED LISTING REQUIREMENTS

1.
Review of Performance

The Group reported a turnover of RM31.5 million for the current year to-date, which is 48.2% lower than the preceding year corresponding year of RM60.8 million. The decrease in turnover for the current year was mainly attributable to the trading and distribution business.

The Group recorded a loss before tax of RM2.650 million for the current year to-date compared with a loss before tax of RM1.514 million for preceding year corresponding year. Higher loss reported in the current year to-date were mainly due to the trading and distribution business, the write-off of the startup costs for the alternate telephony charges services and development expenses incurred in securing and setting-up of a new business. 
2.
Material Changes in the Profit Before Tax for the Quarter Reported on as Compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter.

For the current quarter, the Group reported a loss before tax of RM1.35 million as compared to the loss before tax of RM420,000/- reported in preceding quarter. The current quarter loss were attributable to the writing-off of bad debts and inventories of a total RM569,000/- by the prepaid recharge card distribution business and also share of losses reported by the associated companies.

Prospects for the Current Financial Year

The Group will exercise prudence in its operating approach with its efforts and resources. Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Board is cautiously optimistic that the Group’s performance will be encouraging for the ensuing financial year.
