(2) There was no material acquisition or disposal of property, plant and equipment by the Group during the financial year to date other than as mentioned below:-
On 14 November, 2008, the Company via its wholly owned subsidiary company, namely Viva World Industries Sdn Bhd entered into a conditional sale & purchase agreement (“SPA”) with Kiah Liong Sdn Bhd to dispose of a piece of leasehold land together with buildings erected thereon comprising a 1 ½ storey detached light industrial factory building and a single storey detached guard house (“the Property”) for a cash consideration of RM630,500/-. 
The deposit of RM63,050/- was received on 14 November, 2008. The balance sum is payable by the purchaser within four months from the date of execution of the SPA or two months from the receipt of the consent from Kedah State Development Corporation (“KSDC”). The approval from KSDC was obtained on 22 December, 2008.  
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10. Material Events Subsequent to the End of Financial Year

There were no material events subsequent to the end of the financial year ended 30 November 2008 that have not been reflected in the financial statements or to be disclosed as the date of this report other than as mentioned below:-

On 5 December, 2008, the Company entered into a sale & purchase agreement (“SPA”) with Mdm. Cheah See Mooi @ Cheah Seow Lan, Mr. Ching Ngau and Mr. Ching Jze Haur for the Proposed Disposal of 736,000 ordinary shares of RM1/- each representing 32% equity interest in the associated company, namely Permata Makmur Sdn Bhd (“PMSB”) for a cash consideration of RM3.6 million payable in nine (9) instalments over three (3) years (“the Disposal”). Please refer to our announcement dated 5 December, 2008 for further details on the Disposal.

On 27 February, 2009, the Company entered into an Option Agreement with Mdm. Cheah See Mooi @ Cheah Seow Lan, Mr. Ching Ngau and Mr. Ching Jze Haur (“the Purchaser”), that grants to the Company a Put Option to require the Purchaser to purchase 414,000 ordinary shares of RM1/- each representing the remaining 18% equity interest in PMSB from the Company for a cash consideration of RM1.2 million. Please refer to our announcement dated 27 February, 2009 for further details on the Option Agreement.

11. Changes in Composition of the Group

There were no changes in the composition of the Group during the current quarter and financial year to date other than as mentioned below:-

On 17 December, 2007, the Company entered into a share sale agreement to dispose of 300,000 ordinary shares of RM1/- each representing 60% equity interests in Amtel Networks Sdn Bhd for a cash consideration of RM12,353/-. The disposal was completed on the same date and has no material effect on the Group’s earnings, gearing and net tangible assets.

12. Changes in Contingent Liabilities and Contingent assets

There were no changes in contingent liabilities or contingent assets since the last annual balance sheet as at 30 November 2007.

EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO APPENDIX 9B OF THE LISTING REQUIREMENTS OF BURSA MALAYSIA SECURITIES BERHAD
1.
Review of Performance

The Group reported a 13% increase in turnover from RM36.6 million to RM41.3 million this financial year. The improved turnover for the current year under review was mainly attributed to the Trading and Distributions business. 
For the current year under review, the Group reported a loss before tax of RM4.419 million. The Group’s loss is arrived at after allowance for impairment loss in investment in an associated company of RM4.120 million. The impairment loss was made with reference to the SPA entered into on 5 December, 2008 and Option Agreement entered into on 27 February, 2009 as mentioned in Note 10 of page 8. Otherwise the Group would have recorded an improvement in operating results driven mainly by higher sales volume and better profit margin from the Trading & Distributions division.
2.
Material Changes in the Profit Before Tax for the Quarter Reported on as Compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter.

For the current quarter, the Group reported a loss before tax of RM4.442 million as compared to profit before tax of RM53,000/- reported in preceding quarter. The loss recorded in current quarter was mainly attributable to impairment loss in investment in associated companies.
3.
Prospects for the Current Financial Year
As part of the Group’s plan to divest its non core business and non-performing assets, the disposal of PMSB will strengthen the Group’s financial position. The Group will focus its resources and manpower to expand its core business in Trading and Distributions activities, especially in the navigation and telecommunications related products and services. The Group will also continue to invest in R & D on new and innovative products to strengthen its market position. Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Board is expecting an improvement in the performance in the ensuing financial year.

8. Status of Corporate Proposals

There are no corporate proposals announced but not completed as at the date of issue of this quarterly report other than as mentioned below:-
On 10 April, 2007, the Board of AHB announced that the Company proposes to undertake a private placement of up to 4,605,333 new ordinary share (“Placement Shares”), representing 10% of its present issued and paid-up share capital of 46,053,333 ordinary shares of RM1- each.

The Company had obtained the shareholders’ approval pursuant to Section 132D of the Companies Act, 1965 to issue up to 10% of the issued and paid-up share capital of the Company at its 10th Annual General Meeting (“AGM”) held on 30 May, 2006.

The approval from the SC was obtained vide its letter dated 23 April, 2007. The approval from MITI was obtained on 16 May, 2007, with condition that 1,381,600 placement shares, representing 30% of the placement shares to be issued shall be placed to Bumiputra investors to be approved by the MITI.

BMSB had vide its letter dated 15 June, 2007, granted its approval-in-principle for the listing of the Placement Shares.

On 28 June, 2007, the Company fixed the issue price for the first tranche of 3,223,733 Placement Shares, representing 70% of the total Placement Shares at RM1.05 per share. On 4 July, 2007 the Company received acceptances and full payments from the identified placees for all the 3,223,733 Placement Shares. The 3,223,733 new ordinary shares was listed and quoted on the Second Board of BMSB on 17 July, 2007. 
On 22 October, 2007, SC approved a six (6) months extension to 21 April, 2008 to complete the PP.

Status of Corporate Proposals (Cont’d)

On 3 December, 2007, MITI granted its approval to AHB to place out 1,131,600 Placement Shares, representing 2.23% of the enlarged issued and paid-up share capital of the Company to placees to be identified by the Company. The 1,131,600 Placement Shares represent part of the 1,381,600 Placement Shares which were earlier approved by MITI for Bumiputera investors.
On 13 February, 2008, MITI granted its approval to the Company to place out 250,000 Placement Shares, representing 0.49% of the enlarged issued and paid-up share capital of the Company to placees to be identified by the Company. The 250,000 Placement Shares represents part of the 1,381,600 Placement Shares which were earlier approved by MITI for Bumiputera investors.

On 4 April, 2008, the Company applied to the SC for an extension of time for a further 6 months to complete the implementation of the PP, i.e. from 21 April, 2008 to 20 October, 2008.

SC had on 6 May, 2008 granted its last approval for such extension applied by the Company. 
The Company had on 17 October, 2008 announced that it will not implement the placement of the remaining 1,381,600 Placement Shares by 20 October, 2008 due to the continuing prevailing unfavorable market conditions.
