Since the inception of the share buy-back activities until the 4th financial quarter ended 31 October 2008, a total of 3,130,900 ordinary shares were repurchased from the open market for a total consideration of RM2,603,392 at an average price of RM0.83 per share. The share buy-back transactions were financed by internally generated fund. The Hightec Shares bought back are held as treasury shares in accordance with Section 67A of the Companies Act, 1965.

Performance Review
For the 4th quarter ended 31.10.2008, the group recorded a substantial lower pretax profit of RM0.112 million when compare to a pretax profit of RM1.081 million achieved in the preceding year’s corresponding quarter. The poor result was attributed to sales declined by 35 % or RM3.120 million and other income dropped by 49% or RM0.161 million despite operation expenses decreased by RM0.317 million or 15.2%

For the year ended 31.10.2008, the group achieved a pretax profit of RM3.158 million up 34% against a pretax profit of RM2.361 million in the previous corresponding year. The significant improvement was due to gross profit margin improved to 29% from 27% and operation expenses decreased by 3.7% or RM0.239 million.

Quarter.

The 4th quarter ended 31.10.2008, the group recorded a lower pretax profit of RM0.112 million when compared to pretax profit of RM0.731 million achieved in the immediate preceding quarter . The poor performance was due to sales dropped by 26% or RM2.032 million caused by the global economic slow down.
