NOTES TO THE INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORT


1. Basis of preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with MASB 26, Interim Financial Reporting and Paragraph 9.22 of Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange’s Listing Requirements.

The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2001.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2001 except for the early adoption of new MASB 25, Income Taxes whereby:

· Deferred tax on revaluation surplus is now recognised in the financial statements. Previously, deferred tax on the revaluation of land and building has not been recognised in the financial statements as the properties are held for long-term use.

· Deferred tax asset should be recognised for all deductible temporary differences to the extent that it is probable that taxable profit will be available against which the deductible temporary difference can be utilised. Where the carrying amount of an asset or liability on initial recognition differs from its initial tax base, such temporary differences are not to be recognised as deferred tax assets or liabilities. In the previous years, deferred tax liability was accounted for after taking into consideration future income tax benefit arising from reinvestment tax allowances, an initial recognition, which is now excluded from the computation.

The effects of the change in accounting policy on preceding quarter (individual and cumulative quarters) are as follows:
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The change in accounting policy has resulted in a decrease in profit after tax for the preceding current quarter and cumulative quarter for 31 December 2001 of RM491 mil and RM1,834 mil respectively.

The effects of the change in the accounting policy on the previous financial statement are as follows:

2. Audit qualification

The audit report of the Group in respect of the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2001 was not subject to any audit qualification.

3. Seasonal or cyclical factors

The Group has traditionally performed better during the second half of the financial year as sales will pick up for the year end festive season.

4. Unusual items affecting the assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows

There were no unusual items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows of the Group for the current quarter and financial year-to-date. 

5. Changes in estimates

There were no changes in estimates of amount reported in prior financial quarters of the current financial year or in prior financial year which have a material effect in the current financial quarter.

6. Debt and equity securities

For the current financial current quarter, no new shares were issued pursuant to the Company’s Employee Share Option Scheme (ESOS).

Other than the above, there were no issuance or repayment of debt and equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares for the current quarter and financial year-to-date.

7. Dividends paid

A final dividend of 5% tax exempt amounting to RM3,189,950 for the year ended 31 December 2001 was paid on 27 September 2002.

9. Valuation of property, plant and equipment

Land and buildings of the Group have not been revalued since some of them were first revalued in 1995. The Directors have not adopted a policy of regular revaluation of such assets. As permitted under the transitional provisions of International Accounting Standard No. 16 (Revised): Property, Plant and Equipment adopted by the Malaysian Accounting Standard Board, these assets are stated at their respective valuation less accumulated depreciation.

10. Material events subsequent to the balance sheet date

There ware no material events subsequent to the end of the financial period ended 30 December 2002 that have not been reflected in the financial statements as at the date of this report.

11. Changes in the composition of the Group

The Group has included the operation of its China based subsidiary company, Thong Guan Plastic Industries (Suzhou) Co. Ltd. (“TGPIS”) into the Consolidated Financial Report for the current quarter and financial year-to-date. At present, the Group has accounted for the China operation based on 100% equity participation by the Group. However, the equity interest in TGPIS may change as we are still in the process of finalizing the Group equity participation in TGPIS.  Other than as disclosed, there were no changes in the composition of the Group.

12. Changes in contingent liabilities or contingent assets

The bills discounted which are secured by fixed charges over certain fixed assets of the subsidiary company for which the facility is granted, has decreased from RM1,094 million as at 31 December 2001 to RM0.648 million as at 31 December 2002.

There were no contingent assets as at the end of the current financial period.

13. Review of performance

Group revenue for the twelve months ended 31 December 2002 was RM 177.1 million as compared with RM 140.7 million for the twelve months ended 31 December 2001, an increase of 25.9%. Group profit before taxation for the period ended 31 December 2002 was RM 12.6 million, which was a 44.8% increase over the RM 8.7 million registered in the corresponding period in 2001. 

The Group’s turnover grew by 46.3% from RM 37.6 million to RM 55.0 million while profit before tax increased by 27.8% from RM 1.8 million to RM 2.3 million for the fourth quarter ended 31 December 2002 as compared to the corresponding period in 2001.

Turnover increases was mainly due to the contribution from its China based subsidiary company and higher sales achieved for the Group’s plastic products especially from export sales. Higher profit was attributable mainly to higher margin as a result of the weaker Ringgit which make the Group’s products more competitive against its regional competitors compared to the corresponding periods in 2001.   

14. Variation of results against preceding quarter

The Group registered an 24.4% higher revenue of RM 55.0 million during the current quarter as compared to the preceding quarter of RM 44.2 million while profit before taxation was 39.5% lower at RM 2.3 million compared to the preceding quarter of RM 3.8 million. The higher turnover and lower profit was mainly due to inclusion of the financial result of the Group’s China based subsidiary company that had suffered a loss for the initial period of its operation.

15. Prospects for the current financial year

With the continued strong demand for its products, the Board of Directors is optimistic that for the financial year ending 31 December 2003, the Group will be able to achieve satisfactory improvements in both its turnover and profitability.

16. Variance of actual profit from profit forecast

This is not applicable as no profit forecast was published.

As foreign currency contracts are entered into to hedge the Group’s sales in foreign currencies, the contracted rate will be used to convert the foreign currency amounts into Ringgit Malaysia.

The contracts are short-term in nature and as such, we do not calculate the difference between the contracted rates and the spot rates and therefore do not take up the difference in the income statement for the current financial period.

Forward foreign exchange contracts are used to cover confirmed foreign currency receipts and payments of the Group. The maturity period for each contract depends on the terms of receipts or payments agreed with our trade customers and suppliers. The purpose of hedging is to preserve the values of trade receivables and payables against market risk.

The Group does not foresee any significant credit and market risks associated with the above forward foreign exchange contracts as these contracts are entered into with credit worthy financial institutions.

Besides a small fee, there are no other cash requirements for the above forward foreign exchange contracts.
