Goodwill is carried at cost less accumulated impairment losses and is now tested for impairment annually, or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that it might be impaired.  Any impairment loss is recognised in profit or loss and subsequent reversal is not allowed.  Prior to 1 July 2006, goodwill was amortised on a straight-line basis over its estimated useful life of 5 years.  This change in accounting policy has been accounted for prospectively for business combinations where the agreement date is on or after 1 July 2006.  However, in accordance with the transitional provisions of FRS 3, the Group is required to eliminate at 1 July 2006 the carrying amount of the accumulated amortisation of RM101,394 against the carrying amount of goodwill. Review of performance


Revenue of the Group for the final quarter ended 30 June 2007 was recorded at RM62.626 million.  The results represented an increase of 8.4% from that recorded for the corresponding period last year.   The increase was primarily due to opening of new outlets. The Group’s current quarter’s pre-tax profit of RM4.415 million is higher than preceding year’s corresponding quarter’s pre-tax profit at RM2.880 million.  The higher profits were principally contributed by buoyant selling prices of the poultry products which led to higher margins.
B2.
Material changes in profit before taxation for the quarter as compared with the immediate preceding quarter



The Group’s revenue for the current quarter ended 30 June 2007 was recorded at RM62.626 million which represented an increase of 9.26% as compared with the immediate preceding quarter’s performance (RM57.330 million).  The increase in revenue is primarily attributable to opening of new outlets, which was part of the Group’s expansion plan to enlarge its market share.  In tandem with the increase in revenue, the Group’s current quarter pre-tax profit of RM4.415 million was higher as compared with the immediate preceding quarters result of RM2.914 million.  Primary factor contributing to the higher profits was strong selling prices of the poultry products.

The group is aggressively looking into opportunities for opening new outlets at strategic locations.  It will continue to remain focused in managing its operating costs effectively and to increase its market share in both the seafood and poultry products domestically and internationally.  Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Group expects its performance for the rest of the year to be satisfactory.
