1.
Basis of preparation

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) No.134 – “Interim Financial Reporting” issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. 

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in these interim financial statements are consistent with those adopted most recent annual audited financial statements for the year ended 31 January 2010. Until the last financial year ended 31 January 2010, the financial statements of the Group were prepared in accordance with the standards issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standard Board (“MASB”). Following the changes in reporting regulations required by the MASB, the Group’s quarterly financial statements have therefore been prepared in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standards (“FRSs”) that have come into effect for financial periods beginning on or after 1 January 2006. Adoption of these FRSs has not resulted in any material changes to the presentation and valuation the financial statements except for:

FRS – Business Combinations

Goodwill

The adoption of this new FRS has resulted in the Group ceasing annual goodwill amortisation. Goodwill is now carried at cost less impairment losses and is tested for impairment in value in accordance with FRS 136 (Impairment of Assets) annually, or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that it might be impaired. Any impairment loss is recognised in profit and loss and no subsequent reversal is made. 

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 January 2010. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 January 2010.

The same accounting policies and methods of computation are followed in the interim financial statements as compared with the financial statements for the year ended 31 January 2010.

Performance Review 

Overall there was an increase in the Group’s revenue for the current quarter  of RM 4.70 million  as compared to that of the previous quarter of RM 4.10 million. Given the continued economic slowdown that still prevails, the performance of the Group was satisfactory especially from the fast food, franchise and supply division which showed a remarkable improvement. The businesses from the other divisions achieved the results as expected and whereas in the case of the oil, gas, energy and related division, the Group kept in view the various plans in hand until both the global and domestic economic uncertainties are cleared.

Comment on Material Change in Loss Before Taxation 

Although the turnover increased, the Group’s loss before taxation remained quite constant for both quarters of around RM 1.80 million. In actual fact, the Group would have recorded a much better result if not for an under provision of amortisation of approximately RM 0.40 million in the corresponding quarter. This was roughly setoff against the reduction in expenses following the cost cutting measures undertaken by the Group.

The Board is optimistic that the Group’s results will show an improvement in performance especially from the fast food, franchise and supply division.
