The Group recorded a turnover of RM 5.26  million for the period under review. This was a marked improvement as compared to the turnover of RM 4.74 million in the corresponding quarter. This was mainly attributable to the improved performance of the Fast Food Division especially from its franchise and trading businesses.

Comment on Material Change in Loss Before Taxation 
The Group’s loss of RM 0.63 million was comparatively lower than that of the corresponding quarter of RM 1.28 million. This improved result was consistent with the change in the turnover as explained in paragraph 17, in particular the improved performance of the Fast Food Division.
19.
Commentary on Prospects 
The Board is optimistic that the Fast Food Division will continue to show a much better result and contribute positively to the Group’s overall result. With the various positive measures and steps currently being undertaken, the improvement in the Group’s overall performance is expected to continue in the coming quarter.
