Ltd,  Hong Kong (“TYHK”) to dispose of its entire 51% equity interest in Tongyong Resin Chemical Industry  Co. Ltd  (Fujian, China) ( “TONGYONG” ) for a  total  consideration  of USD1.428 million or approximately RM 5.36 million (based on exchange rate of RM3.75). The proceeds of the disposal will be utilised as working capital for the Group.

Review of Performance

For the period ended 31 December 2005, the  Group managed to record a revenue of RM 61.6 million as compared to RM 54.2 million registered for the preceding year corresponding period. The increase in revenue was mainly attributed to the improved sales recorded by the Company, its wholly-owned subsidiary, OCI Plastic & Packaging Sdn. Bhd. (formerly known as Orgavyl Topline Marketing Sdn. Bhd.) as well as its overseas’ subsidiaries. However, the Group registered  a lower profit before taxation of RM 1.0 million as compared to a profit of RM 2.0 million recorded for the preceding year corresponding period, as a result of the escalating raw material prices.  

In the opinion of the Directors, the results for the current financial period under review have not been affected by any transaction or event of a material or unusual nature.

15.
Quarterly Analysis 

The Group recorded a lower revenue of RM 29.4 million for the second quarter ended 31 December 2005 as compared to  the revenue of  RM 32.2 million from the preceding quarter, as a result of the slower pace of the market environment in the current quarter. The Group also reported a lower profit before tax of RM 0.1 million for the second quarter ended 31 December 2005 as compared to a profit before tax of RM 0.9 million for the preceding quarter as a result of the escalating raw material prices and competitive markets. 
16.
Prospects

For financial year 2006, the Group’s will continue with its strategic plans by focusing on the growth through strengthening the existing distribution channels, penetrating regions such as Europe, introducing new products into the market by intensifying its presence in the wood-working, packaging, specialty and other markets, promoting quality consistency and product performance and promoting innovative thinking and strengthening its global team. 

The escalating energy prices will, however, continue to give rise to an increase in the raw material prices for the Group’s products. Despite the Group is able to pass on some of the additional costs to its customers, its profit margin  will still nevertheless be  affected. The Group will improve its efficiency by enhancing its human resource management and product quality in order to counter the escalation  of the raw material prices.
