16. Performance Review

Revenue for the quarter under review rose by 22% or RM18.453million to RM102.619million when compared with the same achieved in the previous year’s same quarter. Besides the usual spike in shopping related to the Hari Raya and Christmas seasons, the increase indicated a strengthening of our brands and the products sold under them.
Total operating expenses had also risen in tandem with the increase in revenues although the increase in expenses, at 23% was marginally higher than the increase in revenues. Compared to the previous year’s corresponding quarter, the depreciation charge alone had increased by more than 35% as the continued expansion in the Group’s distribution network has caused a jump in its expenditure on fixtures and equipment for its retail stores.
In spite of the above, our profits before taxation still improved by almost  27%, and this can be attributed the higher revenues and the 2% increase in gross margins earned.

Compared to the previous quarter, revenue for the quarter reviewed had increased by 10% or RM9.430 million. Gross profits earned had increased by 17.9% whereas the total operating expenses had only increased by 12.9%. These had led to an improvement in Profit before tax of 29.3% or RM4.522million. Other than the higher gross margins earned during the quarter, the stronger performance was also due to the surge in consumer retail spending reflective of the end-of-the-year festive seasons.
18. Commentary on Prospect

While the Group’s results for its first half year had been very strong, the remaining half a year may turn out to be less vibrant as retail sentiment may weaken on expectations of rising prices for both petrol and basic foodstuffs. The performance for the January to March 2008 quarter may also be affected as the current ongoing campaigning for the general elections may dampen retail spending somewhat as those involved will find less time or inclination to shop. However the strong first half year results should help toward ensuring a good 2008.
