The Group’s operations are basically centered in the retail sector, the incidence of major local festivals, school holidays, carnival sales and the rainy season will generally have an impact upon revenues and margins
8. Dividends Paid
The final dividend in respect of the financial year ended 30 June 2007 that was declared on 26 November 2007 was paid on 13 March 2008. This final dividend, being a distribution of 5sen per share less 26% taxation, amounted to RM4,868,531.58
9. Carrying Amount of Revalued Assets
The valuations of property, plant and equipment and Investment Properties have been brought forward without amendment from the financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2007.

There were no issuances, cancellations, repurchases, resale and repayments of debt and equity securities during the interim quarter under review.

16. Performance Review

Revenue for the quarter under review rose by 21% or RM18.2million when compared with the revenue achieved in the previous year’s same quarter. The growth was mainly due to the expansion of the Group’s domestic distribution network. Besides an increase of 11 consignment counters, the gross floor area occupied by the Group’s standalone stores had also increased to about 348,000 square feet as at the end of March 2008, up by some 103,000 square feet from that operated as at 31 March 2007. This increased area had come mainly from the expansion in the number of multi-brand concept stores, and from the additions to the number of Brands Outlets operated.
Reflecting the growth in revenue over the two corresponding quarters, Operating Expenses also increased although at a slower rate of only 18%. It is pertinent to note however that the Selling and Marketing expenses had risen by about 39% over the two quarters being considered, but the impact of this on the total operating expenses have been mitigated by a reduction in the provisions required for the FRS adopted earlier on.
The relative lower growth in Operating Expenses and an improvement of 2% in gross margins earned had resulted in the Profits before Tax growing by about 40% or RM5.5 million this quarter when compared to that of the same quarter in the previous year.
Again the improved revenues achieved in the quarter under review all came from the domestic market as exports had actually contracted by about RM1.8 million over the corresponding quarters being considered.

Compared to the previous quarter, revenue for the quarter reviewed increased slightly by 0.4% while gross profits fell 0.6% and Operating Expenses rose 3.6%. These factors resulted in Profits before Tax declining by about 4.9% or by RM968,000. The Operating Expenses have risen significantly higher than revenues mainly because of the several large multi-brand and Brands Outlet stores opened towards the end of the previous quarter. While revenues from the new stores will take some time to pick up, the operating expenses impact from the new stores are immediate, and it is this mismatch that causes the revenues from new stores to grow less than their operating expenses in the short term period following the opening.  Again it should be noted here that the increase in revenue would have been more if the decline in exports over the two quarters reviewed of about RM1.8 million was excluded.
18. Commentary on Prospect

The Group’s Profit after Tax for the first nine months of the current financial year has improved by approximately 58% from the same period of the previous year and while the remaining three months may prove difficult, the Group is confident that the current financial year will see a healthy improvement over that achieved in the previous year.
19. Profit Forecast or Profit Guarantee

The disclosure requirements for explanatory notes for the variance of actual profit after tax and minority interest and forecast profit after tax and minority interest and for the shortfall in profit guarantee are not applicable anymore.
