A – EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO FRS 134: INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORTING
1. Basis of Preparation

The interim financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention except for the revaluation of freehold land included within property, plant and equipment and investment properties that are stated at fair value.
The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of FRS 134: Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2011. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the year ended 30 June 2011.
2. Changes in Accounting Policies
The significant accounting policies adopted are consistent with those of the audited financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2011.

3. Realised and Unrealised Profits or Losses pursuant to Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad Listing Requirements

The third interim dividend of 2 sen per ordinary share (single tier) amounting to RM13,158,190  for the financial year ending 30 June 2012 that was declared on 30 May 2012 was paid on 29 June 2012.
9. Carrying Amount of Revalued Assets
The valuations of property, plant and equipment have been brought forward without amendment from the financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2011.
10. Debt and Equity Securities
There were no issuances, cancellations, repurchases, resale and repayments of debt and equity securities during the interim quarter under review.

There were no changes in the composition of the Group during the interim quarter under review.

12. Discontinued Operations
The Group has two manufacturing concerns, Vincci Holdings Sdn Bhd and The New World Garment Manufacturers Sdn Bhd which discontinued operations in prior years. The discontinued operations do not have any material effect on the Group’s results.

16. Performance Review

For the quarter under review, Revenues have risen year-on-year by RM36.5 million (27.6%) to RM168.6 million. Of this increase, RM5.6 million was from an increase in exports while the balance of RM30.9 million came from our domestic operations. The revenues from the domestic operations had been largely boosted by an expansion in the total area under retail which had grown by about 129,600 square feet (or 22.8%) since the end of the previous year’s corresponding quarter. In tandem with the increased revenues, gross profits rose by RM9.9million (14.8%), notwithstanding the fact that year-on-year, the gross profit margin had actually declined by nearly 5.1% in the quarter reviewed. The decline in the gross profit margin earned in the quarter reviewed is attributed primarily to firstly, the year-end adjustments made for inventories lost through pilferage, obsolescence and write-downs to net realizable values, and secondly to the increased scale of promotions conducted during the quarter reviewed. 

Profit before taxation earned in the quarter also saw a decrease, down from RM25.4 million last year to RM22.8 million this year. The decrease had been mainly due to a large year-on-year rise in the quarter’s selling and marketing expenses. Of the RM12.9 million increase in the selling and marketing expenses, the major part were from increases in the selling staff costs (RM4 million), rent expense (RM3.1 million), and provision for loyalty points (RM2.2 million). While the first two were the results of the expansion in the Group’s area under retail (57,000 sq ft in the quarter under review alone), the third reflected the increased sales and the way members redeemed their rebates.

However it should be noted that for the entire 12 month period, year-on-year, revenues have risen by RM166.6 million (30%), and profit before taxation had increased by RM25.7 million (24.6%).

Compared to the previous quarter, Revenues for the quarter under review had fallen by RM7.4 million (4.2%) and the Profit before taxation by RM9.1 million (28.6%). The decline is expected as the quarter under review has traditionally been the weakest quarter in our financial year. The fall in profit before taxation was relatively larger than the reduction in revenues and the reasons spelt out in note 15 above also applied in this case.

2. Commentary on Prospect

Rising costs of living and a concern among consumers for the need to exercise more prudence in their spending continued to dampen domestic retail sentiment, and with the economic woes of the US and Eurozone (and therefore, China) still a long way from being resolved, the coming year would be one filled with considerable challenges and uncertainties. That said, the Group still remains confident of its ability to profitably put its competitive competencies to bear even in a macro environment that is turbulent and trying. There will be hiccups along the way but we will always do the things necessary that will ensure our relevance in the marketplace.
