NOTES TO THE INTERIM FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

A1.
Basis of preparation 

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in compliance with FRS 134 and Chapter 9 part K of the Listing Requirements of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Malaysia” ).

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for year ended 31 August 2006. Theses explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 August 2006.

2. Changes in Accounting Policies

The significant accounting policies adopted are consistent with those of the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 August 2006 except for the adoption of the following new/revised financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) effective for financial period beginning 1 January 2006.

The adoption of all FRS mentioned above does not have any significant financial impact on the Group. The principal effect of changes in accounting policies resulting from the adoption of the new/revised FRSs are summarised as follows:-

(a) FRS 3: Business Combination

The adoption of FRS 3 requires that the remaining existing negative goodwill of RM398,000 be derecognized and taken as a corresponding adjustment to the opening balance of retained earnings.

(b) FRS 5: Non-current Assets Held for Sales And Discontinued Operations

The adoption of FRS 5 requires an asset is classified as held for sale if its carrying amount will be recovered principally through a sale transaction rather than through continuing use. During the quarter under review, the Group has reclassified the “Properties held for resale” included in Inventories amounting to RM730K to Properties, Plant and Equipment, as those properties are non-current assets and have not met the criteria in paragraphs 7-9 of FRS 5.

(c) FRS 101: Presentation of Financial Statements

The adoption of the revised FRS 101 has affected the presentation of minority interest, share of net after tax results of associates, share of net after tax results of jointly controlled entity and other disclosures. In the consolidated balance sheet, minority interests are now presented within total equity. In the consolidated income statement of changes in equity, the minority interest and its movement are now included.

The presentation of the comparative financial statements of the Group has been restated to conform with the current period’s presentation.

(d) FRS 140: Investment Property

The adoption of this FRS has resulted in certain investment properties being reclassified from Property, Plant and Equipment. Investment properties are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation. The following comparative amounts have been restated due to adoption of the new FRS.

Change in composition of the Group

Save as disclosed below, there are no other changes in the composition of the Group during the financial period under review:- 

      PLB Venture Sdn. Bhd., a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company, had on 2 February 2007 acquired 28,200 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each fully paid in the capital of PLB Steel Engineering Sdn. Bhd. (“PSESB”) representing 30% of the paid-up capital of PSESB for a total cash purchase consideration of Ringgit Malaysia One (RM1.00) only from Mr. Chong Ka Bu (NRIC No. 540326-02-5177). The Acquisition has resulted in PSESB becoming a 100% owned subsidiary of PLB Venture Sdn. Bhd.


PLB-KH Bina Sdn. Bhd., a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company, had on 4 April 2007 acquired 294,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each fully paid in the capital of Vestingold Sdn. Bhd. (“VSB”) representing 49% of the paid-up capital of VSB for a total cash purchase consideration of Ringgit Malaysia Three Hundred Fifty Nine Thousand Nine Hundred and Three and Cents One (RM359,903.01) only from B.T. Yeoh Sdn. Bhd. (Company No. 221551-M). The Acquisition has resulted in VSB becoming a 100% owned subsidiary of PLB-KH Bina Sdn. Bhd.

      The Group’s revenue and profit before taxation was recorded at RM 50.06 million and RM 2.75 million for the current financial quarter ended 31.05.2007 as compared to preceding financial quarter of RM 43.11 million and RM 0.70 million respectively. 

The overall improved performance for the current quarter was mainly attributed to greater progress and uptake of development properties, which resulted in faster progress billings generated for the period.
