Notes to the Accounts for the financial quarter ended 31 March 2002

1. Accounting Policies

There were no changes to the accounting policies since the last annual financial statements except for the change in financial year-end from 31 December to 30 June.

2. Exceptional Items

The Group recorded a revaluation loss of RM513,000 arising from a revaluation exercise done on the landed properties of one of its subsidiaries. There were no other exceptional items for the current financial period.
3. Extraordinary Items

There were no extraordinary items for the current financial period.

4. Taxation

The tax figure does not contain any deferred tax or adjustments in respect of prior years.
5. Sale of Investments and Properties

There were no sales of investments or properties in the current financial period.

6. Quoted Securities

There were no purchases or disposals of quoted securities in the current financial period.

7. Changes in Composition of the Company

There were no changes in the composition of the company during the current financial period.

8. Corporate Proposals

Status of corporate proposals announced but not completed:

a)
Proposed Acquisition of Nutek Private Limited

The Company, had on 2 November 2001 entered into a Memorandum of Understanding  (“MOU”) to acquire 233,295 ordinary shares of SGD1.00 each representing 47.5% of the issued and paid-up capital of Nutek Private Limited (“Nutek”), a company incorporated in Singapore, from Lim Sheng Seaw @ Lim Cheng Fie (“Vendor”) for cash (“Proposed Acquisition”). Both parties intended to execute a Sale and Purchase Agreement (“SPA”) within two (2) months from the date of the MOU.

On 16 January 2002, the Company had entered into a Supplemental Memorandum of Understanding (“SMOU”) with the Vendor to extend the period within which the SPA with respect to the Proposed Acquisition is to be executed by both parties for another two (2) months from the date of the SMOU.

On 2 April 2002, the Company announced that the SMOU had expired and that it had decided not to extend the time within which the Sale and Purchase Agreement in relation to the Proposal was to be executed.

b)
Proposed Bonus Issue and Proposed Employee Share Option Scheme

The Company had on 21 February 2002 submitted an application to the Securities Commission for its approval in relation to the abovementioned proposals.

The Securities Commission had on 4 April 2002 given its conditional approval for the proposals. 

The Company is in the process of submitting the final circular to shareholders on the above proposals to The Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange for its approval.
9. Issuances and Repayment of Debts or Securities

There were no issuances or repayment of debts and equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares for the current financial period.

14. Segmental Information

The Group’s principal activity is in manufacturing and sale of lead and lead alloys, and trading. It is not geographically nor industry segmented.

15. Quarterly Profit/Loss Before Tax

There were no provisions for taxation for this quarter as the Group was in a loss position. 

16. Performance Review

a. The average lead price quoted at the London Metal Exchange increased by 2.46% to US$491.06 from US$479.28 as compared to the preceding quarter.  The Group experienced a further loss due to softer demand and lower profit margin besides the substantially higher depreciation charge arising from the new plant and interest expense incurred on borrowings utilised to part finance its construction. 

b. Largely reflecting the better LME prices, the Group’s Earning Before Interest, Tax, Depreciation and Amortisation (EBITDA) for the quarter improved from a loss territory to a profit territory.   

c. The Management is in the final phase of resolving the few remaining technical problems in the new plant that have prevented the new plant from running full swing since the commencement of commercial production.

d. There were no significant trends or events that have occurred between the date up to which the report refers and the date on which the report is issued.

17. Material Subsequent Events

There were no material events subsequent to the end of the current financial quarter that has not been reflected in the financial statement for the said period.

18. Seasonality or Cyclicality

The Group’s operations are not materially affected by any seasonal or cyclical factors.

19. Current Year Prospects

With the implementation of various necessary rectification works, the Management expects to bring the plant to full swing operationally by the second half of year 2002. 

Consequently the profit margin is expected to improve and thus it would enable the Group to better its performance in the future. 

Barring any unforeseen circumstances the Management hopes to contain the accumulated losses by the second half of year 2002.
20. Dividends

The Board of Directors has not recommended any interim dividend for the current financial period.
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
