Basis of preparation

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in compliance with FRS 134 - Interim Financial Reporting and Paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the financial year ended 30 June 2010. Review of performance for the quarter

a) The lead price per tonne quoted at the London Metal Exchange (“LME”) in the current March 2011 quarter averaged US$2,604.11 which represented an increase of 8.97% or US$214.33 when compared with the average lead price of US$2,389.78 recorded in the preceding quarter December 2010. In Ringgit terms, the increase was 6.65% or RM500.71 increasing the average lead price to RM8,027.81 from RM7,527.10 per tonne.

b) The average lead price of US$2,604.11 per tonne in the current March 2011 quarter was 23.98% or US$503.70 higher than the average lead price of US$2,100.41 recorded for the previous financial year ended 30 June 2010. In Ringgit terms, the increase was 11.86% or RM851.44 increasing the average lead price to RM8,027.81 from RM7,176.37 per tonne. 

c) The average lead price of US$2,604.11 per tonne in the current March 2011 quarter was 16.74% or US$373.39 higher than the average lead price of US$2,230.72 recorded in the previous March 2010 quarter. In Ringgit terms, after taking into account the  lower US$ foreign exchange rate, the average lead price of RM8,027.81 per tonne in the current March 2011 quarter was 5.64% or RM428.80 lower than the average lead price of RM7,599.01  per tonne recorded in the previous year’s March 2010 quarter.  

d) The Group recorded a higher turnover of RM54.3 million for the current March 2011 quarter compared to RM46.4 million in March 2010 quarter. 

After deducting the costs of operation, the Group reported a profit from operations before interest and taxation of RM1.5 million for the current March 2011 quarter compared to a profit from operations before interest and taxation of RM7.9 million in the previous year’s corresponding quarter.
After taking into account the finance costs of RM2.1 million (2010 : RM1.8 million), the Group’s core business, which is the manufacture and sale of lead and lead alloys, recorded a net loss of RM579,000 in the current March 2011 quarter  compared to a net profit of RM6.1 million in the previous year’s corresponding quarter. 
The loss for the current quarter was mainly attributed to higher cost of battery scraps / raw materials coupled with comparatively weakening US$ foreign exchange rate which resulted in lower gross profit margin despite recorded a higher turnover of RM54.3 million for the current March 2011 quarter.
e) The Group’s associate company in Singapore, Nutek Pte Ltd, contributed a profit of 
RM943,000 to the Group for the current March 2011 quarter compared to RM745,000 in the corresponding period of the previous year.  
f) Overall, the Group recorded a profit of RM364,000 on a revenue of RM54.3 million for the current March 2011 quarter compared to a profit of RM6.8 million on a  revenue of RM46.4 million in the previous year’s corresponding quarter. On a financial year-to-date basis to March 2011, the Group recorded a profit of RM2.4 million on a turnover of RM151.6 million compared to a profit of RM9.8 million on a turnover of RM113.9 million for the corresponding period in March 2010.

Variance of results against preceding quarter

The Group recorded a profit after tax of RM364,000 on a turnover of RM54.0 million for  the current March 2011 quarter compared to a profit after tax of RM1.2 million on a turnover  of RM56.0 million in the preceding quarter of December 2010 mainly due to lower volume of  production which was hampered by premature wear and tear of the brick lining of the Isasmelt furnace which caused the closure of a major part of the plant for approximately, 4 weeks, and lower contribution from its associate for the current quarter.

Current year prospects

The current year’s prospect is challenging given the volatile global economic and commodity market conditions. Nevertheless the Group is striving to be profitable for the current financial year despite having to compete in procuring its battery scraps and raw materials at a premium under a difficult and tumultuous global market condition for commodity trading.

Profit forecast

Not applicable as no profit forecast was published.

Tax expense 

There were no provisions for taxation for the Group’s core business of manufacturing and trading of lead and lead alloy in the current financial quarter/period in view of unutilised capital allowances and tax losses brought forward.

MRI has filed a Writ of Summons against Heracell and Lee Wan Hyung as the guarantor for the sum of RM675,326.98 owing and due for the claim of goods sold and delivered by MRI to Heracell.

A Judgment in Default was entered against the 1st and 2nd defendant dated 24 November 2005.  A statutory notice pursuant to Section 218 of the Act (“Section 218 Notice”) was issued against Heracell.  On 14 February 2007, a fresh Section 218 Notice was served on Heracell as the first Section 218 Notice was defective.  

MRI has instructed the solicitors to initiate the winding-up proceeding against Heracell as Heracell has yet to settle the judgment sum obtained in the High Court of Ipoh in respect of goods sold and delivered to Heracell after the service of Section 218 Notice on them.  MRI also instructed the solicitors to initiate the bankruptcy proceeding against Lee Wan Hyung, the guarantor of Heracell.
