Notes to the Interim Financial Report
1
Basis of preparation

The interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with FRS 134: Interim Financial Reporting issued by the Malaysia Accounting Standards Board (“MASB”) and Chapter 9, Part K of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.
The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited annual financial statements of the Group for the financial year ended 31 December 2005. The significant accounting policies and methods of computation applied in the interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the most recent audited annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2005 except for the adoption of the following new and revised Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) issued by MASB that are effective for the Group’s financial statements commencing 1 January 2006:

The adoption of above FRS does not have any significant financial impact on the Group for the current quarter under review except for the following:-

a) FRS 3: Business combinations, FRS 136: Impairment of Assets and FRS 138: Intangible Assets
The new FRS 3 has resulted in consequential amendments to two other accounting standards, FRS 136 and FRS 138. The adoption of FRS 136 has resulted in a change in the accounting policy relating to goodwill on consolidation. This adoption has resulted in the Group ceasing annual amortisation of goodwill. Instead, goodwill is tested annually for impairment or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that it might be impaired. 
Prior to 1 January 2006, goodwill was amortised on a straight line basis over its estimated useful life of 25 years. The transitional provisions of FRS 3 has required the Group to eliminate on 1 January 2006 the carrying amount of the accumulated amortization of RM2,153,481 against the carrying amount of goodwill. The carrying amount of goodwill as at 1 January 2006 of RM31,225,470 ceased to be amortised. This has the effect of reducing the amortization charges by RM333,789 in the current quarter.
b)
FRS 140: Investment Property
The Group has reclassified certain properties which are held for rental to external parties from property, plant and equipment to Investment Properties. The Group has adopted the fair value model under FRS 140 to measure these properties. Investment properties are stated at fair value and any gain or loss arising from a change in fair value is recognised in the income statement. 
Prior to 1 January 2006, these properties are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation, under property, plant and equipment. These values have been carried forward, without amendment from the previous annual financial statements.

In accordance with the transitional provision under the FRS140, this change in accounting policy is applied prospectively and the comparative figure as at 31 December 2005 is not restated.

The Group’s total revenue for the current financial quarter showed an increase of 4.5% from RM37.5 million achieved in corresponding quarter last year to RM39.2 million this quarter.  The improvement was largely due to stronger demand for the Group’s products.
Profit before tax for the current quarter increased by 7.1% to RM 6.0 million from RM5.6 million in the corresponding quarter last year.

Variation of results against preceding quarter


Profit before tax for the current quarter has decreased by 14.3% to RM6.0 million from RM7.0 million in the preceding quarter. This was mainly due to increase in administration and operation costs in this quarter, such as annual insurance premium and upkeep of plant and machinery.

Current year prospects

The Government announced, in the recent National Automotive Policy, policies and programmes towards achieving its aspirations to turn Malaysia into a regional automotive hub. This casts a positive outlook on the local automotive market. In line with this, the automotive replacement market continues to be encouraging.
