REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE

Compared to the same quarter last year, Group revenue increased by 29% to RM80.84 million from RM62.65 million and profit before tax increased by 130% to RM14.27 million from RM6.20 million respectively.
For the current year to date, Group revenue increased by 47% to RM225.59 million from RM153.40 million and profit before tax increased by 311% to RM34.83 million from RM8.48 million respectively.
The increased in revenue and profit were mainly driven by recent capacity expansion coupled with aggressive marketing strategy and as well as overall cost savings.

16.
COMPARISON WITH PRECEDING QUARTER’S RESULT
For the current quarter, profit before tax was 25% higher at RM14.27 million compared to RM11.41 million recorded in the preceding quarter. The increased in profit was due principally to increased sales volume and improved overall efficiency achieved giving rise to lower overheads, operational and supervision costs. 
17.  PROSPECTS
The Board is confident that the growth achieved in the past 18 months will be sustained in tandem with the growth of world demand for medical gloves in the health sector. The strategy of increasing capacity and switching to a better mix of products coupled with more aggressive marketing efforts into new markets will contribute to a sustained flow of profitability.  
The installation of additional 8 double formers production lines is on schedule. It is expected to be completed and fully operational by end of this financial year bringing total capacity to 6 billion pieces per annum.
In addition, construction of an additional production plant adjacent to existing production facilities has commenced. It is expected to increase total capacity by another 3 billion pieces per annum within the next 2 years.  
The Group is optimistic and confident that the fourth quarter performance would continue to ride on the momentum set in the first half of the financial year.
