On 1 July 2005, the Group via its 51% owned sub-subsidiary JC Equities Pte Ltd entered into a Sales and Purchase Agreement with Mr Roland Tan Swee Hien ("Purchaser"), to dispose the company's entire 25% equity interest in the following associated companies for a total consideration of approximately RM1,718,474.00 ("Disposal"):

a. S.G. Silk Screen Industries (SAL) SA de CV, a company incorporated in El Salvator

b. S.G. Silk Screen Industries (HN) SA de CV, a company incorporated in Honduras
c. Uniwear Embroidery (2002) Honduras SA de CV, a company incorporated in Honduras
d. Bloom Embroidery (SAL) SA de CV, a company incorporated in El Salvator 
The Purchaser will settle the purchase consideration of approximately RM1,718,474.00 by transferring titles and physical possession of seven units of embroidery machines to the Group.

	Turnover for the three months ended 30 September 2005 rose by 110% to RM15.201 million from RM7.228 million in the corresponding quarter last year mainly due to consolidation of the turnover of SG Silk Screen Industries Sdn Bhd (“SSI”) and an increase in orders from customers.  The Group registered a profit before taxation of RM2.141 million compared to a profit before taxation of RM0.302 million in the corresponding quarter last year.  The better operating profits for this third quarter was mainly due to consolidation of turnover of SSI and higher turnover as mentioned above relative to the corresponding quarter last year.  In addition, it was also due to lower allowance made for diminution in value of the marketable securities amounting to RM0.203 million during the quarter under review against RM0.581 million provided for during the corresponding quarter last year.

On a cumulative basis for the nine months ended 30 September 2005, with the consolidation of turnover of SSI and increase orders from customers, the Group’s turnover rose by 125% to RM34.185 million from RM15.197 million in the corresponding period last year.  The Group registered a profit before taxation of RM0.189 million compared to a loss before taxation of RM1.795 million previously.  Better operating result was mainly due to the improved sales as mentioned above.  In addition, it was also due to lower allowance made for diminution in value of the marketable securities amounting to RM0.922 million during the nine months under review against RM1.975 million provided for during the corresponding period last year.

	The Group’s turnover for the quarter under review increased by 37% to RM15.201 million from RM11.088 million in the preceding quarter.  The increase in turnover is mainly due to the increase in orders from customers.  The higher turnover resulted in the Group registering a profit before taxation of RM2.141 million during the quarter under review against a profit before taxation of RM0.005 million in the preceding quarter.
