The new FRS 3 has resulted in consequential amendments to two other accounting standards, FRS 136 and FRS 138.

The adoption of this new FRS has resulted the carrying amount of negative goodwill be derecognised at the beginning of the period, with a corresponding adjustment to the opening balance of accumulated losses.

Under FRS 3, any excess of the Group’s interest in the fair value of acquiree’s identifiable assets and contingent liabilities over cost of acquisitions (previously referred to as “reserve on consolidation’) after reassessment, is now recognised immediately to the income statement.  Prior to 1 August 2006, reserve on consolidation was captured under other reserve.  In accordance with the transitional provisions of FRS 3, the reserve on consolidation as at 1 August 2006 of RM1,999,000 was derecognised with a corresponding decrease in accumulated losses.

FRS 101: Presentation of Financial Statements

The adoption of the revised FRS 101 has affected the current period’s presentation of the Group’s condensed consolidated income statements, with the additional disclosure on the amount attributable to equity shareholders of the parent company. The presentation of the comparatives consolidated income statements have been restated to conform with the current period’s presentation.

Review of Performance.


For the current quarter under review, the Group’s revenue is recorded at RM6.44 million and loss before tax at RM672,000 as compared to RM6.19 million and RM117,000 respectively for the corresponding quarter in the previous financial year. 


Revenue for the six-month period ended 31 January 2007 amounted to RM13 million and loss before tax at RM1.36 million as compared to RM14 million and RM144,000 respectively for the previous corresponding period. 


The operating results of this quarter are primarily affected by the surge in operating cost.

2.
Comments on Material Changes in the Loss Before Tax for the Quarter Reported as Compared with the Preceding Quarter
The Group reported a net loss of RM672,000 for the current quarter against RM694,000 in the preceding quarter.  Despite sales dropped by RM559,000 or 8%, loss posted for the current period has however reduced by 3%. This is due to the reduction in operating expenses of a subsidiary company for the quarter under review. 

3.
Current Year Prospects

The Group started to outsource some of its products to the contract manufacturers in the region.  The management has also been continuously looking for ways to trim its operating costs.


The Board of Directors believes that by implementing the above strategy and measurement, the Group will be able to achieve satisfactory operating results for the financial year ending 31 July 2007.
