1. Accounting policies


The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of MASB 26: Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“BMSB”).


The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2003. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 December 2003.


The same accounting policies and methods of computation are followed in the interim financial statements as compared with the most recent annual financial statements.

There were no audit qualifications in the most recent annual financial statements.

The Group’s operations were not significantly affected by seasonal or cyclical factors.

There were no unusual items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income, or cash flows during the current quarter.

There were no changes in estimates of amounts reported in prior interim periods of the current financial year or changes in estimates of amounts reported in prior financial years.

Debt and equity securities

There were no issuance and repayment of debt and equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares during the current quarter other than the following :-

On 7 December 2004, the Company granted 3,415,000 options to eligible employees to subscribe for ordinary shares at an exercise price of RM3.05 per share under the Company’s Employees’ Share Option Scheme.

During the financial year ended 31 December 2004, the issued and paid-up capital of the Company was increased from RM42,663,500 to RM42,803,500 as a result of the allotment of 140,000 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each arising from the exercise of 121,000 and 19,000 employees’ option shares at the price of RM1.20 and RM3.05 per share respectively.

As at the end of the current quarter, there were 3,396,000 unissued employees’ option shares at an exercise price of RM3.05 per share. 

7. Dividend paid

A final dividend of 10 % per ordinary share less 28% tax amounting to RM3,078,324 in respect of the financial year ended 31 December 2003 was paid on 22 July 2004 .
