Following the subscription, MMSB became a 51% owned subsidiary of the Company.

Review of performance


The Group’s profit before taxation for the current financial period ended 31 March 2009 decreased by 13% despite the increase in revenue by 18% as compared to the same period last year. The increase in revenue was mainly due to the additional revenue generated by a newly acquired oil palm plantation and the improvement in project billing.


The lower profit before taxation was mainly due to poor performance by the oil palm plantation segment resulting from the lower average selling price of FFB during the quarter. Both the associates and jointly controlled entity also registered losses due to the lower average FFB price.

Comparison with preceding quarter’s result

The Group’s revenue and profit before taxation for the current quarter were lower as compared to the immediate preceding quarter. The decreases were mainly due to lower project billing resulted from the long festive holidays and lower contribution from the plantation segment due to the decrease in FFB yield during the current quarter.

Commentary on prospects

In view of the projects secured in hand and the progress of their implementation and with the improving average selling price of FFB, the Board expects the Group to achieve satisfactory results for the financial year ending 31 December 2009.
