1. BASIS OF PREPARATION

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with FRS 134 : Interim Financial Reporting and Paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.
The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 31st December 2004. The Group purchased sixteen shelf companies incorporated in Malaysia and made them into wholly-owned subsidiaries during the interim financial period. Details of the acquisition were contained in the company’s announcements dated 26th May 2005 and 7th December 2005.
12. CHANGES IN CONTINGENT LIABILITIES OR CONTINGENT ASSETS

There were no changes in contingent liabilities or contingent assets since the last annual balance sheet as at 31st December 2004 except for bank guarantees given to government authorities had been reduced by RM102,750 from RM145,000 to RM42,250 during the financial period ended 31st December 2005.

14. REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE

The Group’s revenue for the current quarter ended 31st December 2005 decreased to RM46.41 million from RM50.53 million in the quarter ended 31st December 2004 while pre-tax loss increased to RM6.48 million from RM0.42 million for the respective periods.    

The main contributing factor for the decrease in revenue for the current quarter ended 31st December 2005 compared to the previous financial quarter ended 31st December 2004 was the reduction in sales proceeds of timber products resulted from lower sales volume.
The increase in pre-tax loss for the current quarter ended 31st December 2005 compared to the previous financial quarter ended 31st December 2004 was principally due to provisions made with respect to doubtful debts and obsolescence of inventories.
15. COMMENT ON MATERIAL CHANGES IN PROFIT BEFORE TAXATION
The Group’s loss before taxation for the current quarter ended 31st December 2005 of RM6,479,000 compared to profit before taxation of RM3,239,000 for the previous quarter ended 30th September 2005 gives rise to an unfavourable variance of RM9,718,000. This was mainly attributable to the provision for doubtful debts and provision for obsolescence of inventories totaling RM8,308,000 in addition to the less favourable results from operation due to slightly higher cost of sales.
16. CURRENT YEAR PROSPECTS

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Directors anticipate that the Group will perform favourably during the year in view of the prevailing market conditions.
