NOTES TO THE INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORT – MASB 26 Paragraph 16

A1.
Basis of Preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with MASB 26, Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange (KLSE).

The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the financial year ended 30 April 2003. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 30 April 2003.

The same accounting policies and methods of computation are followed in the interim financial report as compared with the financial statements for the year ended 30 April 2003, except for the adoption of MASB 25 to MASB 29, which became effective from 1 January 2003. The adoption of MASB 27 and MASB 28 have not given rise to any adjustments to the opening balances of retained profits of the prior year and the current period or to changes in comparatives.

Changes In Material Litigation
(a)
Inagro Sdn Bhd ("Inagro"), a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company, as plaintiff had on 13 September 2000 commenced an action at the Kuala Lumpur High Court  vide Suit No D7-22-1732-2000 against Nufarm Malaysia Sdn Bhd, Nufarm Australia Ltd, Mastra Holdings Sdn Bhd, Mastra Corporation Sdn Bhd, and Mastra Industries Sdn Bhd. In this action, Inagro is claiming for damages amounting to RM653,303 suffered for breach of a joint venture agreement.


Inagro is also seeking among others, loss of future income and rental amounting to RM5,426,614 and RM112,800 respectively, general damages and a declaration of its lien on the goods in its warehouse (the lien has since been settled between the parties concerned in the Shah Alam High Court vide Suit No MT2-22-338-2000 below).

(b)
Nufarm Malaysia Sdn. Bhd. (NMSB) as the plaintiff had on 27 September 2000 commenced an action in the Shah Alam High Court vide Suit No MT2-22-338-2000 against Inagro for special damages amounting to RM379,990 and general damages.

Both proceedings are now consolidated in the Kuala Lumpur High Court vide Suit No D7-22-1732-2000. Direction for case management has been fixed for hearing on June 2004. After consulting the solicitors acting for Inagro in the above suits, the Directors are of the view that Inagro has a fair chance of succeeding in the above suits

There was a slight increase in revenue as the Group’s has been able to maintain the revenue of the Group as a whole for the current quarter as compared to preceeding quarter. However, profit before tax for the Group as compared to immediate preceeding quarter has dropped significantly mainly due to the slowdown in certain subsidiaries operations resulting in these subsidiaries reporting losses for the current quarter.

Review of the Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries

The Group’s turnover for the six months to 31 October 2003 at RM15.891 million is lower as compared to RM15.924 million for the preceeding year corresponding period. Profit before tax was RM2.023 million compared to a profit before tax at RM3.552 million for the preceeding year corresponding period. The variance is mainly due to  high operating costs sustained by certain subsidiaries to turnaround the slowdown position in their operations during the current quarter.

Prospects For Year 2003 / 2004

The Group will continue to concentrate on its core business competence on recycling activities. Nevertheless, the Group will strive for new business diversification that are profitable without neglecting the current operations in the Group activities. Strong emphasis will be taken by the Management to turnaround the slowdown position in certain subsidiaries operations as reported in this quarterly report.

Dividends

The Board of Directors has recommended a first and final ordinary tax exempt  dividend of 1 sen per ordinary share amounting to RM600,000 (30/4/2002: 4 sen amounting to RM2,400,000) for the financial year ended 30 April 2003, which was approved by the shareholders’ in the Company’s AGM on 27 October 2003. These financial statements do not reflect the first and final dividend which, when approved by shareholders, will be accounted for as an appropriation of retained earnings from shareholders in the financial year ended 30 April 2004. The entitlement date and payment date for the proposed final dividend was fixed at 3 December 2003 and 30 December 2003 respectively.
