Review of performance

The Group registered a pre-tax loss of RM0.6m for the period ended 31 December 2002, as compared to the pre-tax profit of RM0.83m recorded in the same period last year due mainly to the lower average selling prices of eggs, chicken dung coupled with higher cost of sales.  In addition, the demand for the organic fertilizer also reduced.

In the opinion of the Directors, the results for the current quarter under review have not been affected by any transaction or event of a material unusual nature.

Comments on quarterly results compared to the results of the preceding quarter

For the current quarter, the Group registered a pre-tax loss of RM0.87m on the back of a turnover of RM13.3m, as compared to the pre-tax profit of RM1.19m in the previous quarter.  This was mainly due to the lower average selling prices of eggs and higher staff costs during the quarter under review.
