Accounting Policies

           The accounting policies and methods of computation used in the preparation of the interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2002, except for the adoption of MASB 25, which became effective from 1 January 2003.The changes and effects of adopting MASB 25 which resulted in prior year adjustments are as follows:-

(a) Change in Accounting Policy                     

Previously, deferred taxation was provided for using liability method for all timing      differences except when there was reasonable evidence that such timing difference would     

not be reversed in the foreseeable future. The Group has now changed its accounting                     policy from partial allocation basis to full allocation basis, i.e. all timing differences have                     been accounted for.

(b) Prior Year Adjustments

15.       Review of performance
The Group’s turnover for the period ended 31 December 2003 registered at RM85.88 million, a moderate decrease of 3.30% compared to the turnover of RM 88.81 million in the corresponding period last year. Despite minor reduction of the Group’s turnover, the Group’s profit before taxation decreased substantially by 83.28% from RM 8.61 million to RM 1.44 million.

 The substantial decrease of the profit before taxation for the period under review were mainly due to competitive pricing of the Group’s products and the winding up effect of the US’s operations.

16.       Quarterly analysis
The Group’s turnover for the quarter under review registered at 22.41 million compared to RM 22.14 million achieved in previous quarter. The Group’s profit before taxation recorded at RM0.02 million compared to RM0.25 million in the previous quarter. The main reason for the low profit before taxation was due to the major bad debts written in this current quarter amounted to approximately RM 954,600 compared to the immediate preceding quarter.

17.      Current year prospects
The directors have anticipated an improvement in the Group’s revenue earnings through the introduction of its latest range of value added furniture designs, which will be aggressively marketed globally via its existing and sizeable distribution network.

Its earnings performance also expected to be further improved with the closure of its loss making US subsidiaries in the 4th Quarter 2003.
