Revenue for the current quarter increased 14.02%, mainly from the improvement on the orders of bedroom set products and appreciation of US Dollar. The US Dollar was appreciated 5.5% (3rd qtr at 3.22, 2nd qtr at 3.05) for the current period under reviewed.
The higher sales volume and favourable foreign currency had resultant the profit before tax for the 3rd quarter to improve significantly from RM3.68m of preceding quarter to RM6.95 million of the current quarter.

The Group’s third quarter’s results of 2013 might indicated some sign of recovery in the advanced economies, however with the negative factors still lingering in the global world economy and the tapering of QE 3 in United States of America, the performance of the Group for the forthcoming quarter of 2013 will be still challenging and uncertain.

With better controllable cost structure and wider sales market base, the Group is committed to ensure positive result for the remaining year of 2013.
