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17. COMPARISON WITH PRECEDING QUARTER

No material changes in the turnover for the quarter reported on as compared with the preceding quarter.  Profit before taxation for the quarter at RM2.75 million increased by 42.5% as compared to preceding quarter. The increase in profit before taxation is mainly due to :
(1) Higher percentage of sale on high-profit products.

(2) More control on fixed cost including labour wages and salary and factory utilities.

(3) More control on production capacity.

18. REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE

The profit before taxation of RM2.75 million reported for the quarter ended 30/6/2001 was lower by 54.3% compared to the profit before taxation reported for the quarter ended 30/6/2000.  The decrease was attributed by :

(1) Unfavourable product mixture which bring in low margin of profit.

(2) Decrease of sales by 32.5% which will increase the portion of fixed cost in the products.

(3) No gain from non-operation items if compared to the same quarter in the year 2000.

19. CURRENT YEAR PROSPECTS

Since the beginning of current year, the Company has been affected by global economy downturn. The Company doesn’t foresee any demand recovery for the subsequent months in this year.  However, the Board of Directors together with its management is constantly reviewing the entire Group’s operation, resources and commitments to focus on the core business activities by securing new customers and more value-added products.
