For the financial year-to-date, GP Products Sdn Bhd (“GPP”), a dormant subsidiary of the Company, has increased its issued and paid-up share capital from RM2.00 to RM1.0 million via allotment of 999,998 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each for a total cash consideration of RM999,998.00. As a result of the enlarged issued and paid-up share capital of GPP, the Company’s percentage of equity holdings in GPP is reduced from 100% to 70% with effect from 3rd September 2001.

During the financial year,  through GP Products Sdn Bhd, a new subsidiary company  known as GPA Technologies Sdn Bhd has been incorporated under the Group on 3rd October 2001.

15. Material Changes in Profit Before Taxation for Current Quarter as Compared

      with the Immediate Preceding Quarter

The profit before taxation for the current quarter of RM1.760 million has improved  by approximately 13% as compared to the previous quarter due mainly to lower staff cost attributed to the cessation of bonus provision in the current quarter. 

16. Review of Performance

Compared to the third quarter, the profit before taxation of the Group for the current quarter improved in line with an increase in turnover by about 1% to RM16.246 million from RM16.043 million in the previous quarter. 

For the financial year-to-date, the group recorded a profit before taxation of  RM6.549 million which was generally lower compared to the performance of the previous year’s corresponding period. The profit margin of the Group’s local sales suffered as a result of the reduction in the selling price of batteries in the local market driven by the influx of cheaper batteries from Indonesia, Thailand and Phillipines while the profit margin of the Group’s export sales were also affected due to competitive pricing caused by the depreciation of regional currencies resulting in a shift by some overseas customers to cheaper sources.

17. Subsequent Material Events

There are no material events subsequent to the end of the current quarter that have not been reflected in the financial statement for the financial year-to-date.
