NOTES TO THE INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORT

FOR THE QUARTER ENDED JUNE 30, 2006

1. BASIS OF PREPARATION


The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in accordance with the applicable disclosure provisions of the Listing Requirements of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (Bursa Securities), including compliance with the Financial Reporting Standard (FRS) 1342004, Interim Financial Reporting, issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (MASB). 
The interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with the same accounting policies adopted in the 2005 annual financial statements, except for the accounting policy changes that are expected to be reflected in the 2006 annual financial statements. Details of these changes in accounting policies are set out in Note 2. 
The preparation of an interim financial report in conformity with FRS1342004, Interim Financial Reporting requires management to make judgement, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of policies and reported amounts of assets and liabilities, income and expenses on a year to date basis. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended December 31, 2005.

2. CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The MASB has issued a number of new and revised Financial Reporting Standards (FRSs, which term collectively includes the MASB’s Issues Committee’s Interpretations) that are effective for accounting periods beginning on or after 1 January 2006.

The following sets out further information on the changes in accounting policies for the annual reporting period beginning from 1 January 2006 which have been reflected in this interim financial report.

Employee share option scheme (FRS2, Share-based Payment)

In prior years, no amounts were recognized when employees (which term includes directors) were granted share options over shares in the Company. If the employees chose to exercise the options, the nominal amount of share capital and share premium were credited only to the extent of the option’s exercise price receivable.

With effective from 1 January 2006, in order to comply with FRS2, the Group recognized the fair value of such share options as an expense in the income statement, or as an asset, if the cost qualifies for recognition as an asset under the Group’s accounting policies. A corresponding increase is recognized in a capital reserve within equity.

Where the employees are required to meet vesting conditions before they become entitled to the options, the Group recognizes the fair value of the options granted over the vesting period. Otherwise, the Group recognized the fair value in the period in which the options are granted. 
If an employee chooses to exercise options, the related capital reserve is transferred to share capital and share premium, together with the exercise price. If the options lapse unexercised, the related capital reserve is transferred directly to retained earnings.

The amount charged to the income statement as result of the change of policy increased administrative expenses for the six months ended 30 June 2006 by RM76,504 (six months ended 30 June 2005: RMNil), with the corresponding amounts credited to the capital reserve.

3. AUDIT REPORT OF THE PRECEDING ANNUAL FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

The audit report of the preceding annual financial statements was not subject to any qualification.

4. SEASONAL OR CYCLICAL FACTORS

The Group serves a wide base of multi national companies in the consumer and industrial electrical and electronic appliances industries.  The demand for the Group’s products in the normal course of event is seasonal with demand peaking during the third quarter of the year.

5. UNUSUAL MATERIAL EVENT

There was no unusual material event during the reporting quarter, except for the changes in accounting policies as disclosed in Note 2.
6. MATERIAL CHANGES IN ESTIMATES

There were no material changes in estimates of amount from either the prior interim period or prior financial years.

7. CHANGES IN DEBT AND EQUITY SECURITIES

There was no issuance and repayment of debt and equity securities, share buy-back or shares held as treasury shares during the reporting period except those disclosed in Note 26.

The Group’s income tax for the quarter under review reflects an effective tax rate which is lower than the statutory income tax rate due mainly to: 

(a) The pioneer status granted by the Ministry of International Trade and Industry to one of its subsidiary companies for the design, development and manufacture of microprocessor based application and system integration.

Under this incentive, 100% of the statutory income derived from the design, development and manufacture of the abovementioned products will be exempted from income tax for a period of five years commencing from the production day, which has been fixed on January 1, 2003 by the Ministry of International Trade and Industry.

(b) The pioneer status granted by the Ministry of International Trade and Industry to one of its subsidiary companies for the design, development and production of control modules for industrial and consumer electronic products.

Under this incentive, 100% of the statutory income derived from the design, development and manufacture of the abovementioned products will be exempted from income tax for a period of five years commencing from the production day, which has been fixed on January 1, 2003 by the Ministry of International Trade and Industry.
