Review of performance
In the financial year ended 31 December 2009, the Group achieved approximately RM3.1 million profit before taxation compared to loss of RM2.6 in the corresponding year. The profits were derived mainly from the completion of a few high profit margin rubber and food processing machinery projects. The better than expected performance in the oil palm seedlings activity has also contributed positively to the Group’s result.

Quarterly analysis
The Group obtained profit before taxation amounting to RM708,000 albeit lower revenue compared to the corresponding quarter in preceding year.  The loss suffered in preceding year was mainly due to operational losses of overseas subsidiaries and writing off of non-merchantable stocks.

Prospects
The business outlook for the Group will remain bright despite the recent global financial turmoil.  The Group’s business venture of cultivation and marketing of oil palm seedlings in Indonesian is performing well resulted from the continuous strong demand of oil palm products and a sharp decrease in production of other edible oil in global market. 

The Group will also put in efforts aggressively to tap the opportunities, both locally and aboard, for its increasing demand in the processing plant and machinery sector.
