Review of Performance

For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded revenue and profit before taxation of RM31.8 million and RM2.9 million as compared to the preceding year corresponding period’s revenue and profit before taxation of RM32.2 million and RM2.3 million respectively. 
The decrease in revenue of 1.2% was mainly due to lower sales order from customers. Despite slightly lower revenue, profit before taxation has increased mainly due to gain on disposal of certain leasehold investment properties as well as lower operating expenses.
