FOR THE THIRD FINANCIAL QUARTER ENDED 31 MARCH 2004

1. Accounting policies and methods of computation

B. ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUIRED BY THE BURSA MALAYSIA SECURITIES BERHAD’S LISTING REQUIREMENT

1. Review of performance

During the third quarter ended 31 March 2004, the Group’s revenue has been increased by 53% to RM7.82 million from RM5.09 million as registered in the preceding year corresponding quarter. The Group registered a pre-tax profit of RM0.32 million in the current financial quarter as compared to a pre-tax loss of RM6.37 million in the preceding financial year corresponding quarter. 

For the nine months ended 31 March 2004, the Group recorded a revenue of RM21.60 million, representing an increase of RM3.31 million or an increase of 18% from the preceding year corresponding period. The Group registered a pre-tax profit of RM0.66 million as compared to pre- tax loss of RM7.93 million as registered in the preceding year corresponding period.

The unfavorable results reported for preceding year corresponding quarter ended period were due to various provisions were made for goodwill and investment impairment. The increase in group’s revenue has also contributed to the improve in the current year to date performance.
2. Comparison with preceding quarter’s result

For the quarter under review, the Group recorded a revenue of RM7.82 million, representing an increase of RM0.82 million or 11% from the preceding quarter. The Group made a profit before taxation of RM0.32 million in the current quarter as compared to the loss before tax  of RM0.16 million as registered in the preceding quarter. The favourable result reported for the current quarter as compared to preceding quarter was due to the increase in revenue. 

3. Current year prospects

The board expects the business to remain challenging in the coming quarter. The Group is fully aware of the dynamic global environment and the challenges faced by the industry and will continuously undertake various proactive measures to position itself in order to remain competitive.

4. Variance on forecast profit/ profit guarantee

No profit guarantee/ forecast was issued during the period.
