The contingent liabilities of Lipo Corporation Berhad has been reduced to RM4.32 million as at 31 December 2004 ( 30 June 2004 – RM5.52 million ), being corporate guarantee given to financial institute for banking facilities granted to its subsidiaries.

B. ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUIRED BY THE BURSA MALAYSIA SECURITIES BERHAD’S LISTING REQUIREMENT

1. Review of performance

For the second quarter ended 31 December 2004, the Group’s revenue has increased by 2.62% to RM7.19 million from RM7.01 million as registered in the preceding year corresponding quarter. The Group registered a pre-tax profit of RM0.09 million in the current financial quarter as compared to a pre-tax loss of RM0.16 million in the preceding year corresponding quarter. The favorable result reported was due to the decrease of finance cost incurred and the cost saving on various aspects.  The Group registered a profit after tax of RM0.21 million in the current financial quarter as compared to a loss after tax of RM0.17 million in the preceding year corresponding quarter. The favorable result was due to the reversal of overprovision of taxation for one of the subsidiary amounted to RM0.13 million.
For the six months ended 31 December 2004, the Group recorded a revenue of RM14.55 million, representing an increase of RM0.77 million or an increase of 5.65% from the preceding year correspondence period. The Group registered a pre-tax loss of RM0.17 million as compared to pre-tax profit of RM0.33 million as registered in the preceding year corresponding period. The unfavourable result reported was due to the allowance made for slow moving stocks amounted to RM0.78 million. 
2. Comparison with preceding quarter’s result

For the quarter under review, the Group recorded a revenue of RM7.19 million, representing an decrease of RM1.63 million or 2.21% from the preceding quarter. The Group made a profit before taxation of RM0.09 million in the current quarter as compared to the loss before tax of RM0.26 million as registered in the preceding quarter. The favourable result reported for the current quarter as compared to preceding quarter was due to the improvement in the Group operational efficiency and decrease in allowance made for slow moving stocks. 
3. Current year prospects

Bearing any unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects the business to remain challenging in the coming quarters.
4. Variance on forecast profit/ profit guarantee

No profit guarantee / forecast was issued during the period.
