B. ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUIRED BY THE BURSA MALAYSIA SECURITIES BERHAD’S LISTING REQUIREMENT

1. Review of performance

Compared with the same quarter last year, the Group’s revenue increased to RM10.49 million or 45.79% from RM7.19 million while profit before taxation increased from RM0.09 million to RM0.96 million. The improvement in performance was attributable to higher sales recorded.
For the six months ended 31 December 2005, the Group recorded a revenue of RM18.78 million, representing an increase of RM4.23 million or an increase of 29.08% from the preceding year corresponding period. The Group registered a pre-tax profit of RM1.44 million as compared to pre-tax loss of RM0.17 million as registered in the preceding year corresponding period. The favourable result reported was mainly attributed to the improvement in revenue.

2. Comparison with preceding quarter’s result

For the quarter under review, the Group recorded a revenue of RM10.49 million, representing an increase of RM2.19 million or 26.44% from the preceding quarter. The Group made a pre-tax profit of RM0.96 million in the current quarter as compared to the pre-tax profit of RM0.48 million as registered in the preceding quarter. The favourable result reported for the current quarter as compared to preceding quarter was mainly due to higher revenue recorded.
3. Current year prospects

Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects the group’s performance to remain positive in the remaining period of the financial year.
4. Variance on forecast profit/ profit guarantee

No profit guarantee / forecast was issued during the period.
