13. Significant Related Party Transactions

On 30 September 2003, a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company has entered into a Sale and Purchase Agreement with a director of the Company, to acquire the freehold land held under title number – CT 8768 (GN No. 87138), CT 8769 (GN No. 87142), CT 8770 (GN No. 87145) and CT 8771 (GN No. 87148) with lot numbers 863, 864, 865 and 866 respectively in Mukim Sri Medan, District of Batu Pahat, State of Johor for a total purchase consideration of RM1,479,490. Details are available in the annoucement to KLSE dated 30 September 2003.

14. Review of performance

The Group achieved a revenue and profit before tax (“PBT”) of RM35.352 million and RM 17.161 million respectively for the 9 months ended 31 October 2003, representing a decrease of 1.32% and increase of 5.10% respectively as compared to last year’s corresponding quarter. Despite a slight drop in the overall revenue for the 9 months period under review, profitability increased as a result of improved margin.

15. Variation of results against preceding quarter

The Group achieved a profit after tax (“PAT”) of RM4.270 million for the quarter ended 31 October 2003 as compared to RM2.842 million in the preceding quarter ended 31 July 2003. The higher PAT for the current quarter under review was due to higher sales and profit margin achieved.

16. Current prospects

The Group expects not only to maintain but to strengthen its position in the Asian Arowana industry by focussing on penetrating new markets. The Group will strive to enhance the financial performance in concentrating on improving quality and developing new innovative products to increase its market share, sales revenue and profitability. The Board envisages the Group will maintain satisfactory results for the remainder of this financial year that will be comparable to the previous financial year results.
