14. Review of performance

The Group’s revenue for the current financial quarter ended 31 July 2004 increased to RM12.901 million from RM11.835 million in the prior financial quarter ended 31 July 2003 while the profit before taxation increased to RM7.559 million from RM5.770 million for the respective periods. The improvement in the performance for the financial quarter to date was mainly due to improved volume and margin from the sales of higher quality Asian Arowana.

15. Variation of results against preceding quarter

The Group achieved a profit before tax for the current quarter ended 31 July 2004 of RM7.559 million representing an increase of RM1.836 million or 32% from the previous quarter ended 30 April 2004 of RM5.723 million. This was mainly attributable to improved volume and margin from the sales of higher quality Asian Arowana.

16. Current prospects

The Group expects not only to maintain but to strengthen its position in the Asian Arowana industry. The Group will continue to strive to enhance the financial performance in concentrating on improving quality and developing new innovative products to increase its market share, sales revenue and profitability. Hence, the Board envisages the Group will maintain the satisfactory results for the current financial year that will be comparable to the previous financial year results.
