
NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

1. Basis of preparation 

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in compliance with FRS 134, Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (Bursa Malaysia).

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 January 2006. The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in the interim financial statements are consistent with those adopted in the financial statements for the year ended 31 January 2006.

The Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (MASB) issued a total of 21 new/revised FRSs, of which 18 are applicable to the financial statements for annual periods beginning on or after 1 January, 2006. The Group have yet to adopt the remaining standards as they are yet to be effective.

In the current period, the Group adopted the following new/revised FRSs below, which are relevant to its operations. The 2006 comparatives have been restated as required, if any, in accordance with the relevant requirements.

The principal effects of the changes in accounting policies resulting from the adoption of the above FRS by the Group is as discussed below:

a) FRS 3: Business Combinations 

Intangible asset- goodwill

The adoption of this new FRS has resulted in the Group ceasing annual goodwill amortisation. Goodwill is carried at cost less accumulated impairment losses and is now tested for impairment annually, or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that it might be impaired. Any impairment loss is recognized in profit or loss and subsequent reversal is not allowed. Prior to 1 February 2006, goodwill was amortised on a straight-line basis over its estimated useful life of forty (40) years.

The transitional provisions of FRS 3, however, have required the Group to eliminate at 1 February, 2006 the carrying amount of the accumulated amortisation of RM4,602,660 against the gross amount of goodwill. 

The carrying amount of goodwill as at 1 February, 2006 of RM21,698,258  ceased to be amortised. This has the effect of reducing the amortisation charges by RM164,380.74 in the current quarter ended 30 April, 2006.

2. Audit qualifications

The audit report of the Group’s most recent annual financial statements for the year ended 31 January 2006 was not qualified.

3. Seasonal or cyclical factors

The Group’s operations and revenue are not affected by any seasonal or cyclical factors.

4. Unusual items

There were no unusual items for the first quarter ended 30 April 2006.

5. Changes in estimates

There were no material changes in estimates for the first quarter ended 30 April 2006.

6. Debt and equity securities

There has been no issuance or repayment of debt and equity securities, share buy back, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares for the financial period ended 30 April 2006.

8. Segment reporting   

Information on the Group’s operations by segment is not provided as the Group’s activities are predominantly in the breeding and trading of ornamental fishes and are conducted in Malaysia.

12. Significant Related Party Transactions

None.

13. Review of performance

The Group achieved a revenue of RM9.728 million (2006: RM12.962 million) and profit before tax of RM3.278 million (2006:RM6.804 million) respectively for the 3 months ended 30 April 2006, representing a decrease of 24.95% and 51.82% respectively as compared to corresponding period last year. As reported in the 4th quarter of last financial year, overall, revenue and profit before tax decrease due to the reduced sales volume of higher premium value Asian Arowana arising from aggressive price competition since the 3rd Quarter of the financial year ended 31 January, 2006 and higher depreciation charge arising from investments in the new farm. 

14. Variation of results against preceding quarter

The Group achieved a profit before tax for the current quarter ended 30 April 2006 of RM3.278 million representing an increase of RM2.142 million or 188.56% from the previous quarter ended 31 January 2006 of RM1.136 million.  The increase was mainly due to the tapering off in relation to Asian Arowana aggressive price competition and the cessation of annual goodwill amortisation as prescribed under the revised FRS 3-Business Combination which took effect for financial periods beginning on or after 1 January 2006.

15. Current prospects

Overall, the Group’s financial performance will be dependant on the development of the price competition. Going forward, the operating environment for the industry is expected to remain challenging over the remainder financial year but continuous efforts taken to strengthen the Group’s business has resulted in improvement as compared with the 4th Quarter results for financial year ended 31 January 2005.
