13. Significant Related Party Transactions

None.

14. Review of Performance

The Group achieved a revenue of RM3.744 million for the 3 months period ended 30 April 2011 as compared with RM4.984 million in the corresponding period last year. The decrease was due to reduced sales volume and product mix. 

The Group registered a loss before tax of RM1.809 million as compared with a loss before tax of RM0.959 million in the corresponding period last year. The overall loss of the Group has increased due to lower sales volume, different product mix and was compounded by price competition.
15. Variation of Results against Preceding Quarter
The Group achieved a revenue of RM3.744 million for the 3 months period ended 30 April 2011 as compared with RM5.260 million in the preceding quarter. The decrease was mainly due to the reduced sales volume and product mix. 

The Group registered a loss before tax for the current quarter ended 30 April 2011 of RM1.809 million as compared with a loss before tax of RM0.231 million for the previous quarter ended 31 January 2011. The higher loss before tax in current quarter mainly due to decrease in overall sales volume, lower production, aggressive price competition and in the preceding quarter there was a gain on disposals of non-core landed properties.  
16. Current Prospects

Aggressive price competition still continues to exert pressure on overall profitability of the Group. In addition, volatile exchange rate movements, high food, fuel and commodity prices will increase significantly the costs of operation. The high inflationary environment faced by developing Asian countries will have a negative impact on the overall business of the Group.
The Group will continue to adopt a cautious business strategy and remain vigilant in monitoring the Group’s financial position so as to improve its overall balance sheet. The Board of Directors expect the performance of the Group to remain challenging for the remaining financial period ending 31 January 2012.
