Review of Performance

For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded revenue of RM111million and pre-tax profit of RM1.5 million compared to revenue of RM155.8 million and pre-tax profit of RM0.64 million in the corresponding quarter of the previous financial year.  

The decreased in revenue was mainly due to the decreased in sales volumes caused by slower logged extraction activities hampered by the prolong rainy season during the quarter. However, this was mitigated by the increased in selling price of plywood and sawn timber. Hence, the pre-tax profit was significantly higher than corresponding quarter of the previous financial year.

Variation of Result to immediate preceding quarter 
For the quarter under review, the Group posted revenues of RM111million, which was 29% lower than the preceding quarter of RM104million.  Pre-tax profit was RM1.5 million, a significant increase compared to the RM0.53 million reported in the preceding quarter.

The significant increase in pre-tax profit was mainly due to the increased in selling price of plywood and sawn timber.

Company’s Prospects

The Group is confident that underlying long term prospects for the timber remains intact as evidenced by the recovery of world timber prices. The recent earthquake which hit Japan has increased the demand for timber products for their rebuilding of homes and infrastructure. 

Whilst there are concerns that the emerging Asia’s recovery could be bumpier as the result of excessive asset price inflation, anxiety over the prolonged European debt crisis and the uncertain US economic recovery, the Group retains a positive result going into the end of FY2011.For the upcoming FY2012, the Group will continue to assess its internal and external risks and implement strategies to maintain and grow the business.
