Basis of preparation

The adoption of the above FRSs does not have any significant financial impact on the Group. The principal effects of the changes in accounting policies resulting from the adoption of the FRSs are discussed below:

FRS 3 – Business Combination
The adoption of these new FRS has resulted in the Group ceasing annual goodwill amortization. Goodwill is carried at cost less accumulated impairment losses and is now tested for impairment annually, or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that it might be impair. Any impairment loss is recognized in profit or loss and subsequent reversal is not allowed. The carrying amount of goodwill as at 1 January 2006 of RM4,024,000 ceased to be amortised.

FRS 101- Presentation of Financial Statements
The adoption of the revised FRS 101 has affected the presentation of minority interest, share of net after tax results of associates and other disclosures. In the consolidated balance sheet, minority interests are now presented within total equity. In the consolidated income statement, minority interests are presented as an allocation of the total profit or loss for the period. A similar requirement is also applicable to the statement of changes in equity. FRS 101 also requires disclosures, on the face of the statement of changes in equity, total recognized income and expenses for the period, showing separately the amounts attributable to equity holders of the parent and to minority interest.
The presentation of the comparative financials statements of the Group has been restated to conform with the current period’s presentation.

Disclosure on qualification of the preceding audited financial statements

There was no qualified report issued by the auditors in the financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2005.

Seasonality or cyclicality of operations

There were no material seasonal or cyclical factors affecting the business operations of the Group in the current quarter.

Segment report

No segmental reporting by industry and geographical segment is required as the Group’s activities are primarily in one industry segment of poultry, and is principally conducted in Malaysia.

There were no material events subsequent to the end of the current quarter that have not been reflected in the interim financial statement.

Changes in the composition of the Group

There were no changes in the composition of the Group during the current quarter other than the investment in the capital of Emivest Vietnam Limited (“EVL”) for a cash consideration of USD600,000 (equivalent to RM2,128,500). Subsequent to the investment, EVL become a wholly owned subsidiary of Emivest Berhad. EVL was incorporated under the laws of Vietnam.

Contingent liabilities and contingent assets

As at 31 December 2006, the Company has issued corporate guarantees amounting to RM130.419million as security to financial institutions and suppliers for banking facilities and/ or credit term respectively granted to its subsidiaries.

Review of performance

Group revenue has increased by RM7.423 million or 9.04% as compared to the preceding year corresponding quarter was due to the higher sale volume and selling price in the Group’s poultry products. The net profit before tax has increased by RM0.445 million or 10.55%. This was mainly due to the improvement in efficiency of production.
For the twelve months ended 31 December 2006, the Group recorded higher revenue of RM0.484 million or 0.15% as compared to the previous year corresponding period. However, the net profit before tax decreased of RM0.802 million or 5.34% as a result of increased in cost of raw material for the production of animal feed as compared to the previous year.

2.
Comparison with preceding quarter’s results

Group revenue has increased by RM15.089 million or 20.26% as compared to the preceding quarter. This was mainly due to the higher sales volume and selling price of the Group’s poultry products. The Group profit before tax was increased to RM4.664 million as compared to RM3.957 million recorded in preceding quarter. This is mainly due to the improvement in efficiency of production.
3.
 Current year prospects
The Group will continue to remain focused in our core business of animal feed and poultry products in Asean region. The Group will explore into the production of vitamin and mineral premix additives which are part of raw material for animal feed and expected commence operation by end of this year. With the good financial result achieved in this financial year ended 31 December 2006, the Group is looking forward a better result for next financial year in view of the above reasons.
