7. Changes in the Composition of the Group

The Company has no subsidiary company, as at todate.

8. Status of Corporate Proposals

In conjunction with the listing of the Company’s (or “LBB”) shares on the Second Board of the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange (“KLSE”), LBB undertook a flotation scheme, which was approved by the Foreign Investment Committee (“FIC”), Ministry of International Trade and Industry (“MITI”) and Securities Commission (“SC”) on 19th February, 2001, 17th May, 2001 and 8th May, 2001 respectively.

The flotation scheme involved the following:-

a) Revaluation of LBB’s landed properties, resulting in a revaluation surplus of RM1,402,000;

b) Bonus Issue of 19,109,513 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each capitalizing RM19,109,513 from revenue reserve;

c) Rights Issue of 392,487 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each at par for cash, to the existing shareholders, after the bonus issue but before the restricted issue, public issue and placement;

d) Restricted Issue of 2,500,000 LBB ordinary shares of RM1.00 each at par for cash, to certain existing shareholders, after the bonus issue and rights issue but before the public issue and placement;

e) Public Issue of 9,698,000 new LBB ordinary shares of RM1.00 each at an issue price of RM1.50 per ordinary shares to Bumiputera investors, the Malaysian Public and eligible employees, suppliers and customers of LBB; and

f) Placement of 800,000 new LBB ordinary shares of RM1.00 each at a placement price of RM1.50 per ordinary share to nominated placees by LBB.

The abovementioned transactions were completed as at the date of this report.

The Rights Issue, Restricted Issue, Public Issue And Placement are expected to raise gross proceeds of approximately RM18.639 million. The breakdown of the proceeds received from the respective exercises is as follow :

11. Contingent liabilities

Other than that disclosed in Note 13 there are no contingent liabilities at the date of this quarterly report.

12. Off Balance Sheet Financial Instruments

There were no financial instruments with off balance sheet risk at the date of this quarterly report.

13. Material Litigation

The Company is involved in a legal dispute in respect of goods sold and delivered to the Company. The Company is contesting against this legal suit on the ground that the abovementioned goods were never delivered to the Company. In the event the Company fail on its defence, the maximum liability is estimated to be not more than RM67,000. This legal suit is still pending and hearing set on the 2nd July, 2002.

14. Segmental Reporting

The Company is principally involved in the business of manufacturing and trading of confectionery and other related foodstuffs. Accordingly, information by industry segment on the Company operations is not presented.

The Company operates predominantly in Malaysia and accordingly, information by geographical location on the Company operations is also not presented.

15. Comparison with Immediate Preceding Quarter's Results

This being, the first quarterly report issued, no comparison with immediate preceding quarter’s result is available.

16. Review of Performance

For the period under review, the Company recorded a turnover of RM18.864million and a pre-tax profit of RM3.832million. In the opinion of the Directors, the results for the current financial period under review have not been affected by any transaction or event of a material or unusual nature.

17. Subsequent Event

The listing of and quotation for its entire enlarged issued and fully paid-up share capital comprising 40,000,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each on the Second Board of The Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange is scheduled to be on 31st January, 2002. Upon completion of this exercise the issued and fully paid-up share capital of the Company will be increased to RM40,000,000 with a share premium of RM5,249,000.

18. Seasonal or Cyclical Factors

The Company’s business is not materially affected by seasonal or cyclical factors.

19. Current Year Prospects

The outlook for the Company’s products remain favourable. The forecasted profit after taxation of approximately RM8,583,000 as published in the Prospectus dated 14th December, 2001 should be achieved.

20. Profit Forecast

In the prospectus dated 14th December, 2001 issued pursuant to the proposed public listing of LBB on the KLSE, the Directors forecast the profit after taxation for the year ending 30th June, 2002 to be approximately RM8,583,000. In the absence of any unforeseen circumstances, the Directors are of the opinion this forecast is achievable.

21. Dividend

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the directors of the Company intend to declare a tax exempt dividend of 5% for the financial year ending 30th June, 2002 based on the enlarged issued and paid-up share capital of 40,000,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each.
