NOTES TO THE QUARTERLY RESULTS

1. Accounting policies

The quarterly financial statements have been prepared in accordance with MASB 26 Interim Financial Reporting and Paragraph 9.22 of the Bursa Malaysia Listing Requirements.

The same accounting policies and methods of computation are followed in the quarterly financial statements as compared with the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2003 except for the adoption of the new applicable accounting standard MASB 31- Accounting for Government Grants and Disclosure of Government Assistance.

The adoption of MASB 31 did not have any impact to the results of the Group for the current quarter and financial year-to-date.

The contingent liabilities pertaining to the corporate guarantees given by the Company to financial institutions for banking facilities granted to subsidiaries were RM15,154,797 as at 31 March 2004 (31 December 2003 : RM20,144,617).

13. Review of performance of the Company and its principal subsidiary companies

The Group registered a turnover of RM16.74 million which was RM3.17 million or 23% higher compared with previous corresponding quarter of RM13.57 million. The profit before tax for the current quarter was RM2.41 million compared with previous corresponding quarter of RM1.69 million. The improvement in profit before tax was due mainly to the higher turnover.

The results for the current quarter and financial year-to-date have not been affected by any transaction or event of a material or unusual nature which have arisen between 31 March 2004 and the date of this report.

14. Material changes in the profit before taxation for the current quarter as compared with the immediate preceding quarter

The profit before tax achieved for the current quarter was RM2.41 million compared to RM937,000 in the preceding quarter. The increase in profit before tax for the current quarter was due mainly to the higher turnover and lower operating expenses in the current quarter.

15. Current year prospect

With the reported data showing a sustainable economic growth and thus strengthening consumer expenditure, the Group is expecting a satisfactory performance in the remaining period of the year.

23. Material pending litigation

(a)
A land owner, Parla Krishnan a/l Kalimuthu obtained a court injunction for a right of carriage way through a portion of land in Hutan Melintang owned by a subsidiary, Central Aluminium Manufactory Sdn Bhd (CA) and to restraint the subsidiary from closing and blocking the said carriage way.

The required documents and statements for full trial had been filed to the court and the date of hearing has been fixed on 8 June 2004. Based on the consultation with the solicitor, CA have an equal chance in the case.

A trade creditor, Ji Seng Hong Plastic Manufacturing Sdn Bhd (Plaintiff) has made a claim against a subsidiary, Advance Eagle Marketing Sdn Bhd (AEM) for overdue interest charges amounted to RM594,944 as at 31 December 2002 together with interest and legal proceedings’ costs.

A Statement of Defence has been filed by AEM. The Plaintiff made an application to amend the Writ of Summons and Statement of Claim and was granted by the Court. According to solicitor advice, AEM has an arguable defence against the claim.
